Or Make the Authorities Put Them Out—

For anumber of years past the univer-
sity of Toronto has admitted women to its
examinations, published the names of suc-
cessful candidates in its class lists, and
allowed them to compete for its honors,
scholarships, and prizes. No change in
thefandamental law of the institution was
deemed necessary to their admission, and
no candidate has ever been rejeoted on ac-
ocount of sex. Moreover, the senate of the
university hias conferred special privileges
on wemen by providing for them a system
of local examinations; and by allowing
them to benefit pecuniarly by scholarships,
which male scholars can enjoy only while
attending lectures. The attitude ot To-
ronto university towards the higher educa-
ﬁnnoi'owhubensndil all that

could be desired.
Unfortunately this is not true of Uni-

versity “college, in which most of the
undergraduates of Toronto univeresity re-
ceive their tuition, and which is the only

It was inevitable that, when women
were admitted to the university examina-
tions, they should sooner or later seek ad-
mission to the college lecture-rooms.
They could not get anywhere else the
training necessary o enable them to pass
the university examinations creditably or
honorably. To invite them to come up to
the university examinations and shut the
door of the college in their faces was a
cruel mockery. And yet this is exactly
what took place. For geveral years past
young women, most of them in the third
or fourth year of the university course,
have been respectfully aski for leave to
ait and listen to lectures in
science in the college halls,
quests have been persistently refused. Not
only so, but they have been refused with
insult. They have been told by the college
council that their presence would not
compatible with ‘‘due order and disci-

Al efforts on the part of the women and
their friends to induce the council to re-
_eede from its position in the premises hav-
ing failed recourse was had to the legisla-
gure. Numerous petitions signed by many
of the foremost citizens and educationists
of the province was sent in, and the opinion
of the legislative assembly was directly
challenged last session on the subject, The
result was the adoption, all but unani-
mously, of the following resolution :

That}inasmiich as the senate of the provin-
elal university have for several years admitted
women to the university examinations and
class lists, and i h a considerable
humber of women have availed themselves of
the privilege, but laber under the disadvan-
u-_g_e of not having  access to any institution
which affords the tuition necessary in the
higher years in the course : in the opinion of
thighouse provision should be made for that
purpose as early as practicable in connection
with University college.

Trusting to the power of the legislature
to enforce its clearly expressed will, a
larger number of women than ever have
this year applied for admission to Univer-
sity college, and some of them, witha view
to leaving the council no loop-hole of
escape, have sent their fees along with
their spplications, both being accompanied
with the intimation that they mean to
attend lectures, if with the council’s per-
mission so much the better. They have
been advised, and they believe, that they
have legal rights in the matter, and having
exhausted all other means of securing the
enjoyment of these rights, they propose
now to throw.on the council the responsi-
bility of showing that they are laboring
under a mistake; in other words, the gitls
will go into the Jectures—and let the coun-
cil put them out if they dare. This course
is every way much better than applying to
& court of law for redress of their wrongs,
and it is likely to be more speedy, if not
more effective, The remedy is a heroic
one; all the more credit then to the young
women who have had the courage to ad-
minister it. They deserve, and will re-
ceive the hearty thanks of all women who,
in order to acquire a liberal education, find
themselves constrained to follow in their
footsteps.

Women attend lectures in Micbigan uni-
versity, in Cornell nniversity and in Lon-
don university college along with men. In
Michigan they were first admitted about
fifteen, in Cornell about ten, and in London
about five years ago, and in all these great
institutious the experiment has been from
the start so pronounced a guccess that no
effort has ever been made to induce them
to ubandon the practice. Many other col-
leges which admit women might be named,
with even longer experience. These have
been chosen because they are all more
pumerously attended by students, more
richly endowed and supplied with larger
teaching staffs than Toronto university
college, and are, moreover, all non-secta-
