New York, Sept, 7.—Qwing to the,
Iatences of the start of the initial race
betweon the Genesta and the Puritan and
to the lack of wind .afterwarde the yachts
succeeded to-day in making only half of
the course, 6r 20 miles. In thiv tweoty-
milé heat to windward the Pauri-
tan squarely outeailed the Genestaone
mile in ten and nearly two in twenty, A
haze settled npon the bay all morning, and
there was fio wind from any quarver untilj
nearly moon, A hundred sail of yachts lay;
in the horsehoe and at Sandy Hook thie
morning when the judges’ boat arrived.
Afrer a tedious wait of two houars
the preparatory signal was given at 1.30.
It was followed by the starting signal five
minutes later. A cspful of wind came in
from the sonthwest shortly after 1 o’clock
and was hailed with delight by the thous-
ands of enthusiastic spectators on the
syeamers, "By skilftl ‘mancavring the
skippersof both yachte brought them close
enough to the imaginary line between the
judge’s boat and e‘&ight ship on the port
tack to cross in a few seconds after the
starting *‘signal, . The Paritan -slipped
across first, close up to the judge’s boat at
1:35-55, but for some reason the captain of
the Genesta tacked to starboard- just
before reaching it, losing a min. 42 secs.,
and being handicapped:37 seconds thereby.
