Bylaw, tbe Isolation 1 r.An Unreliehrsed Tragedy.
Brainerd, Minn.. Jan. 15.—A terriW* 

accident occurred on the Northern Pacino 
Railway at Jones ville, the first station east 
of here, at 3.50 o’clock this morning. A 
special train consisting of the sleeping car, 
“Petrel,” and a baggage car was running 
as the second section of No. 9. The special 
left South Superior at 11.30 last evening, 
having on board the Andrews Opera Com- p 
>any going from Duluth to Grand Forks. 
The train was running at the usual rate of 
speed when it struck a broken rail. Th© 
sleeper left the track and went down 
an embankment landing, bottom side 
up. The flames broke out from 
au parts of the car and burned so rapidly 
that the rescuers could do nothing. When 
all were-believed to have been rescued • 
search revealed the fact that Mrs. Ed. An­
drews, wife of the proprietor of the troupe, 
and her nurse, Miss Tilly Wallace, were 
missing. By this time the flames were 
burning so fiercely that it was impossible 
t© get near the car. When the flames were 
finally subdued the remains were discovered 
so badly burned that it was impossible to 
identify one from the other. Mrs. Andrews 
and Miss Wallace had occupied the upper 
berth at the forward end of the car and 

wranped in the bedclothes. Theré 
no outcry from this berth while the 

work of rescuing the injured was progress­
ing and it is supposed that both occupants 
were killed instantly. Tbe rapidity with 
which the flames caught hold aud spread 
through the car caused no little surprise. 
It is not known whether they caught from 
the lamps or stove, but it is supposed from 
the rapidity with which they spread thafr 
they caught from the lamps.

Th© Scaffold Bylaw.
This topic, which has been debated in coun­

cil and committee well nigh two years, claim­
ed an hour’s discussion. Nothing fresh was 
paid either pro or con.

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AT A BHrOLTBX'S POINT.

for Bow Edith Cook Is Said to Have Been

I Buffalo, N.Y., Jan. 15.—William J. 
Benson was arrested this afternoon, 
charged with abducting Edith ,L. Cook 
from her home in Rutland Town­
ship, Tioga County, Pa. The girl is said 
to have been taken from her home 
and friends at the point of a revolver, and 
forced to coiue to Buifalo and live with her 
abductor, who kept her so close a prisoner 
that she was unable to communicate with 
her relatives. _ .. .

A mon'.h ago Benson was in Kutlanti 
county and met Mias Cook at social gather­
ings. He took a fancy to her and made several 
proposals that ahe accompany him to Buffalo. 
She refused. One day, it is said,he drove up 
to the schoolhouse, where she was alone, 
and drawinga revolver, forced her to go 
with him. They went to the nearest rail­
road depot and came to Buffalo. Upon their 
arrival Benson took the girl to a house of ill 
repute in Michigan-street, where she was 
kept a prisoner.
