Mr. Keith is
a well-known and highly respected far-
mer in the neighborhood and secretary
of the North Perth Farmers’ Institute.
Jessie was 13 years of age the 20th of
last December. She was a bright girl
and had passed the entrance to the
Collegiate Iustitute: -before she bad
reached her 18th year. Besides her
there were in the family an elder sis-
ter. Ida, anfl & younger brother. Mr.
Alexander Keith, a bachelor, oecupies
the house with his brother. She was
remarkably well developed for her years
and m feet 1-4 inch. She went
to Listowel about 11 o’clock Friday
morning to post some letters, bring
home the mail and make some small pur-
chases, including a parcel of pot barley.
She had a little purse with her, but it
-contained only a small amount of money,
just enouzh to post her letters and make
her purchases, There would be nothinz in
it on her return from town. Mrs. Keith
Bays that it usually takes two hours to
‘go to Listowel and back, and Jessie said
she would be home about 12 o’clock.
She went to Listowel, transacted her
business and started for home in Zood
time. Miss Edith Leppart of Listowel,
a girl friend, accompanied her down Mill-
street as far as the railway track, and
was probably the last person, apart
from the murderer, that ever spoke to
her. She took the track for home. About
a gquarter of a mile from Listowel she
met the settion men Zoing to their din-
ner. This was some time approaching
12 o'clock. Further down, where the
track crosses the side-road, she was seen
by John Aitcheson of Elma, and. this was,
80 far as is known, the last seen of her
alive by any person but her murderer.

Mr. Featherstone Smith; implement
agent, Listowel, told this story to a
Beacon reporter: He was driving along
the road in company with T. F. Foley,
agent of the Massey-Harris Company,
Stratiord, and crossing: the track at
Britton Station they noticed a man
walkinZz on the ties, This was at about
11.45 o’clock and betweeén two and three
miles from the scene. Somethinz in the
man’'s apparel provoked a jest on the
part of Mr. Smith, and the jest caused
Mr. Foley to laugh. The man heard the
lauzh and turned his face around, eo
that Mr. Smith had a, full: view, of it.
He describes the man as follows: A short
stout-built man, el dark ¢omplexion and
beardless, thouzh not clean-shaven,. face,
about 40 years of age. His coat was
dark brown and his pants looked like
blue derry, thouzh’ considerably blacken-
ed. He .carried a 'black: valise.

A Susplicious Character,

When the train reached Listowel Fri-
day night, Mr. Wilson, who runs the
hotel at the station and who was stand-
ing at the station platform, noticed
man coming from the direction of the
hotel stables. Mr. Wilson thought the
man wanted to. board the train, and,
seeinz that he was a stranger, accost-
ed him. A few words passed Jbetween
them,- when the stranger, noticing the
approach of two younz men, turned
abruptly towards the town and started
off at a smart walk. Mr. Wilson con-
tented himself with informing the bag-
gageman at the station with the cir-
cumstance, but that gentleman, being
busy at the time, was unablesto give it
any attention. The two yaung  men,
however, shadowed the stranger, keep-
ing some distance behind him; His ac-
tions were very suspicious. Instead of
following a street for any considerable
distance, he took a zig-zaz course
through the town, up one street and
down another, quickening his pace ‘ds
the younz mea approached him. At the
outskirts of the town the younz men left
him and returned to give the alarm. A
number of searching parties weunt out,
but none of them were able to come
up with him. A party of seven or eight
men went owt this morning at 8.50
o’clock. When the reporter left Listo-
wel they had not returned. The man
is not described further than that he
wore & long coat.

The inquest was adjourned until next
Friday at 2 o’clock, in the Town Hall,
Listowel.

Close on the Man’s Train.
Reports from jone of the searchi
parties, - returned from the vieinity o
Arthur, would seem to indicate that the
guilty party had traveled in that direc-
tion.. The people of this town and viei-
nity are very much excited and incens-
ed Aagainst the perpetration of this foul
act, and searching parties are still scour-
ing the country with the view of obtain-

ing some more direct clue.

Nothing definite is obtainable at pre-
sent, except that a tramp was seen at
12 jo’clock, about half a mile distant from
the spot south, and again on the north
about 2 o’'clock, having apparently come
from the swamp, where the body was
found, and where.indications were also
found that the perpetrator washed his
hands in a pool of water in aditch. It
is reported that the tramp had been
arrested at Listowel, but the report
lacks confirmation.

LOGICAL SERVICE DIES ABROAD,

Had Been Visiting in the South of France
for the Benmefit of His Health — Mr.
Carlton D. Richardson, Manager of the'
London Guarantee and Aocldo# Gom=
pany, Dies of Typhoid Fever.

A cablegram was received yesterday
announcinz the death of Mr. Charles Carp-
aael, M.A., F.R.8.C,, FiR.AS8,, late Fel-
low of St. John’s College, Cambridge, di-
rector of the Magnetic Observatory, To-
ronto, and director of the Meteorologi-
cal Service of Canada.

Deceased left for the South of France
early in the year in the hope of benefit-
ting his health. ¢

Mr. Carpmael was born on Sept. 19,
1846, ‘at Streatham Hall, Surrey, Eng-
land. He was educated at Clapham
Grammar School. He gave his attention
particulgrly, to the study of mathema-
tice and natural and experimental
sciences. In 1865 he obtained & scholar-
shi‘{) at St. John’s College, Cambridgze,
and went into residence in that institu-
tion the same year. His studies durinz
the next three years were almost en-
tirely mathematical, In 1868 he ob-
tained a foundation scholarship and in
January, 1869, he entered for the mathe-
matical tripos, and was classed sixth in
the list of wranglers, The .following
year he devoted to the study of chemistry
and physics, and for the next year and
one-half he studied law. In 1870 he was
elected Fellow of St. John’s College,
and the same year he was a member of
the British Eclipse expedition to Spain.
He ‘was a great traveler, having visit-
ed France, Holland, Germany, Italy and
Spain at various times. He first  vis-
ited the United tSates and Canada in|
1871 and remained until 1872. During
this tour he visited Toronto, which visit
ultimately led to his settling in Canada.

When Prof. Kingston was superannu-
fated in 1876 he was given full charge
of ‘the Maguetic and Meteorological Ob-
servatory, and it is chiefly owing to his
exertions that the Weathér Bureau has
been developed in such a satisfactory
manner. He was a candidate for the
Professorship of Mathematics in the Uni-
versity of Toronto when Prof. Cherriman
resigned, and it was only on account of
the strong eiforts. made by Canadian
graduates that he did- not succeed in
obtaining ‘the position, which was given
to James ‘Loudon, now President of the
University. He was a thorough scholar
and gentleman, and his death will be a
great loss to the observatory.

He was married in June, 1876, +to
Julia, youngest daughter of Walter Macy
‘kenzie, lchief clerk of the County Court.

Mr. Stupart, who for a long time has
done the principal work in connection

Whether there- js any truth im
the rumor concerning Dr. Dawson - The
World cannot say It is a matter of
public notoriety, however, that a couple
of years ago the Minister of Marine and
Fisheries did endeavor to have the
weather office removed to Ottawsa; and
was only dissuaded from doing so at the
intervention of the Toronto members.

CARLTON RICHAKDSON DEAD.

In the: death of @arlton D. Richardson
et 2 o’clock Saturday afternoon, Toronto
loses one of her best known and most ener-
getic young business’ men.

William A. Dillon, aged 82, for some
years employed as a telegraph operator
at the G.N.gl. offices in this city, com-
mitted suicide at St. Paul, Minn., on
Saturday. Dillon, whode parents resid-
ed in this city, his fagher, up to the
time of his death, well known in
rowing circles, left hereffor Chicago some
years ago. Nothing further was heard
of him until news of his suicide was re-
ceived yeuterdag.

Dillon arrived at the International
Hotel, 8t. Paul; on Oct. 9, and rezis-
tered from Chicago. He was very well
dressed and very quiet.

Saturday morning at the usual hour
the porter rapped at the door of 86 and
received no response.

A Tobacco Fiend.

The door was locked. and bolted on
the! inside, and an officer was called and
the coromer notified before any attempt
was made to force an .¢ntrance.

The coroner found that the dead man'

had swallowed carbolic acid, and had
been dead probably 24 hours. Hanging
up about the room were several suits
of new' and expensive clothing. In the
dresser drawers was a large amount of
new winter underclothing and. all the
equipments of a well-dressed man's
wardrobe. A trunk contained a num-
ber of pairs of shoes and a dozen or more
packages of cheroots, and an examin-
ation of the clothes disclosed the fact
that the dead man was supplied with
enough of the same cheroots to last
even the most confirmed smoker for a
couple of weeks, They were in  every
pocket of all the coats and vests, and
attached to the vest of each suit there
was a twisted silk wateh guard. In
one; of the vests was found a gold watch
worth a considerable sum, and in ‘the
pockets of the trousers last worn was
the sum of 80 cents.. Nothing else of
value could be found.
Addicted to Opinm.

During his absence from his room
Monday afternoon Dillon saw the only
acquaintance that he is known to have
had in the city. He made his way to
the offices of the Great Northern Rail-
road and found Mr. George O. Somers.
He introduced himself, and Mr. Sbmers
remembered him as an old acquaintance
whom he had known years ago while
in the employ of the Great Northwest-
ern Telegraph Company at Toronto.
Dillon told Mr. Somers ‘that he  had
come from Chicago and wanted to get
work. He said that he had lately been
using opium, ‘but that he was pretty
well rid of the habit and would like to
get a job. That was the last Mr. Som-
ers saw of him.

Mr. Somers; who worked with Dillon
in Toronto, communicated with the
suicide’s relatives in Chicago.

VICTIHS OF THE TROLLEY.

4N OLD LADY HAS HER SOALP TORN
OFF ON THE SIBTROPOLITAN,

Stepped im Front of the Motor When It
Was Going at Full Speed—A Conductor
on the Toronte Railway Seriously In-
Jured in Yonge-strees As the Result of
a Peculiar Accident.

The World has requested time after
time that the Georgian Bay Ship Canal
and Power Aqueduct Company (by-the-
by, does it not strike you as somewhat
ol a jumble that they propose to get
the water for the power aqueduct from
Lake Simcoe and not Georgian Bay?) give
the public of Toronto the opinion of a
reputable engineer who has made a
survey that their scheme is a feasible
one. Had we such an opinion we could
submit it to the criticism of other en-
gineers, and in a few days we could
learn whether the city of Toronto was
asked to endorse a hare-brained project
or not. For what these men are asking
the city to do is, as a matter of faet,
to endorse a ' promissory note made by
them. They are going to peddle the
note as soon as they get it.

But ‘not an engineer's opinion hasl been
forthcoming. Only abuse of Ald. Lamb
and Ald. Hallam, two of the best men
in the Council, for having| the presump-
tion to question Mr. 'E. A, Macdonald
and Mr. Comstock,, the millionaire from
Brockville,

Has there ever been a great project,
involving the highest kind .of engineer-
ing ability, floated up to thig date with-
out the endorsement of a reputable en-
gineer ? Did the Grand Trunk get the
money for the 8t. Clair tunnel without
first letting the investing public know
that eminent engineers had designed it,
bad pronounced it a feasible project,
had  figored out its cast to
within a few dollars of the aec-
tual amount? And yet the St. Clair
tunnel was a emall affair to this
Lake Simcoe scheme! All the great
water aqueducts in Wmeriea and in Eng-
land, the great tunnels in Europe and in
this continent were only financed after
endorsation by the best engineers in the
world. But before this Georgian Bay,
we bez pardon, the Lake- Simcoe Aque-
duet is pronounced feasible the city of
Toronto is asked to give a valuable Iran-
chise to adventurers and to endorse the
project of an ill-ba¥anced brain!

In the absence of any reputable en-
gineer’s opinion that the project is a
sound one we take the liberty of saying
that the Lake Simcoe power aqueduct is
an epgineering fraud; that power pro-
duced by it will cost more than steam
power by double the amount, and that
the more power you develop in this way,
that is, the gzreater the capacity of the
tunnel, the cost increases in a much great-
er ratio. A tunnel of the character pro-
posed to develop ten thousand horse
power will cost, not ten times, but twen-
ty or thirty times what a tunnel to de-
velop one thousand horse power would
cost. We have undoubted engineering
authority for both these statements,
And yet, in spite of Macdonald’s refusal
to. produce any engineering endorsation
of his project, there are aldermen who
are prepared to vote the agreement,
who are prepared to strip away the pro-
tecting clauses that have been proposed
by other aldermen who are loyal to the
city and true to their trust.” How is it
that E. A. Macdonald has hypnotised
these subsérvient aldermen of his?
