Dufour claimed that the flash
of lightning were inatantaneous, and that
their rapid Buccession gave the illusion of
one flash of & certain duration.

Herr Schmidt has just been devoting
himself to a series of observations, employ-
ing a disk of ten centimeters diameter,
bearing upon & black ground a white cross,
the arms of which were two  millimeters
across, the disk being set in mowion by
clockwork with a speed of fitty to sixty
revolutions & second.

At certain flashes the cross appeared &
sicgle time, very distinet : the- duration of
hightning was, ~therefore, inferior to the
time of revolution of the disk, which would
represent the fiftieth of a second. In more
numerous cases the oross appeared two or
three times, or even more, but with a
decreasing luminous intensity ; the light-
ming had therefore lasted during several
revolutions of the disk.—L'Tllustration,
