THE INDIAN FAMINE.

STARVATION AND DEATH IN THR PUBLIC
STREETS.

The following is from the “ Times” core
respondent writing from Madras :—

All Hindoos are : charitable by 'natare,
Most families have crowds of hungry hang-
ers-en, ¢ven in the best of times, but with
this great dearth the family burdens have
been greatly added to. ‘In going' through
a street of the more wealthy M of ‘the
town, it is to see at al every
bouse & number of poor people collecbd
waiting for the daily dole of food, and in
this way the mative commaunities of this
and other towns bave been doing. quietly
and unostentatiously & great deal to help
mm poor brethern ifi tholr struggle for

_But from all [ can learn distress is al.
réady reaching the class sbove -the
poor. ' With these there are caste d:mv:?
ties about getting food at the regalar re-
lief houses, and many are gradually starve
ing before the pressure becomes. 801 great
that they will leave behind their prlde and
social - prejudices,’ and’ join the common
herd in the Government kitchens. . 'With
regard to the town of Madras, the local
committees aré now making mquiriel re-
garding the nambers of the better classes
who are in want of relief, and this relief
will be administered as far as possible in
& manner consonant with the feelings and
usages of the classes we wish to benefit.

1t is certain that the destitution is very
real. Within a stone’s throw of :my own.
house is a native village - tenanted by ser-.
vants of Enropeans, smali shopkeepersantl
others and for some time my wife has
been feeding a few little starvelings be-

longing to this village on bread.and milk:
These are not emigrants, but . children of
our loecal poor, and out of the dozen little
things who come every morning. for their
food, two or three'are so far gone thatthey
will not be saved. If we fed all who wanb
ed help out of this small village,
nhould have hundreds on the list.

As I'write there comes before me & ‘wo-
man with twochildren, the an in the-
last stage of exhtu:ﬁon one child at the
breast, with the face likes little wizened
old man, and its: body a mere skeleton ;
the other child,a li:tlo girl of five years of
age, extremely el .and feeble.
With this family are two girh, but miser-
ably thin and famine-stricken; and - with
strength quite spent. They all lpu.k with
voices that are thin, and soundmg as ll far
away, just as happ in the in
the last stage of cholera. A little warm
soup‘and’ ‘bread and milk revives all of
them in & wonderful way. After a rest
they geta mesl of curry and rice, and are
sent.off in a cart to & velief camp, Stand.
ing af the entrance gate of miy house T can
in balf.an hout count hundreds of wretch—

ed creatures who have strength
enough left to diag their weary limbs
along. They are the houselsss and home-
less wanderers from: different  viflages, for
whom the Government provides centres of
relief ; but the people will not rest quietly
and coluern their energies. They drag
themselves and their children about, -wan—
dering from camp to camp, until the time
comes for them to lie down and die,

Death in-the street is getiing more fre-
