Black secured a consid ‘rable guantity of “dust'* in Cariboo,
but not without very b ard work and much suffering and pri-
vation. Becoming, at last, tired of a miner’s 1ife hé moved
to Hastings in 1864, and started in the business of supplying
the sawmills and lumber vessels with beef, pathering his

cattle from various gugrts of the Province and from Oreyon. !
his businessto Grasiville, which was com.:

mon ¥ k- own as Gastown, from “Gassy Juek Deighiton, who
had built the first house on the townsite, and whose sobriguet
sufficiently expluins the reason why it was applied to him.

There Mr. Black built a dwelling louse, a butcele - shop amd |

sinnghter-house, and carried on the _sitme husiness that he
had comducted at Hastings, 1n 1886 he moved hack to
Hastings, but still continued his basiness in Granville up 1o
the time when he sold out 10 My, A, R. Coughtree, now man-
ager for the B, C. Cattle Company in Vancouver.

At the time Mr. Black owned four fots in Hastings, three
of which he had purchased on his fiest arrival. 1486 e
erected the handsome and comumodions building which he
has occupied as a residence ever si ce. Since that date he
hns added to his estate about twenty additional lots, besides
huying the property of Maximitian® Michaad, who used to
ran the old Hastings Hotel, .

He also owns a maguficent ranch of 4301 acres near West-
ninster Juuction, on th: Coquithun, which he boweht in
