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riages, ileighs; packing salt, fish, and other
boves ; tubs, palls, churns ; stop-ladders ; furn.
ituro of all kinds ; broomw, hoe, pick, edge tool,
sud othirhandles; clothes- wringers, washbonzds,
clothes and towel horses ; bench screws ; Von.
otiatt blinds and slats ; cloth boards and rollers ;

Having shown our readers what our woods
are, and thair adaptability, wo will endeavor to
show tho splondid vpening tuere i for tho intro.
duction of both capital and labor from the old
country to develup this Lranch of business, and
tho reasons why cur manufactureshaveo not been
more geucrally introduced in foreign markots.
In the first place, the facilitios for manufactur-
ing have not beon moru than sufticient for home
consumption.

Itis the intention of the Agent General of
the Proviace to devote hus personal attention to
this branch of trade, and the majority of the
snanufacturers acting with him will enable him
to do s0 at a very trifling cost to either maau-
facturer, dealer or consumer. A writer in a
pro: :nent English paper recently undertook to
discourage tho entering of Now Brunswickers
into tho English market, and implied that there
was not room ; that we could not compete, &c.,
and also stated we were looking furward to an
unoccupred markot, as if we could expect the
market has been standing all these years wast-
ing for us to supply their wants, No, wo
anticipate the most keen cumpetion and arv
prepared for it. Wo Lave unexcelled facilities,
and it is the intention of our manufacturers to

80 enter the market that they will hold it
Their intention is to su work togethor that
nothing but first-class, propesrly seasoned ma-
terial, aud the best workmanship shall enter
any foreign market. It will be their pride
to establish a reputation such as will insure the

Thuy are nuw largely supplying lucal
consumption as well as cxpurting considerable
quaantities of their manufactures tv the Thited
States gnd European markets. The works

saluable wouds, renders the raw .oaterial most
accessiblo, and sturing and seasuning essily
accomplished. Tho Imige rosources of tho
company epables them t hold ample stocles of
timber for scasoning, and assures thero always
boing propared v fill large orders upon short
ootice. It also cnables them to operato their
wurks Luth winter and semmer. For tho more

"thorough seasoning of the wood a faq_;o dry

houso or kiln has boon erected, where all such
material as requires it is subjucted to artificial
heat aftor tha most approved method, thus
insurmng the use of the moat durable and prop-
orly curod material,

" Another advantage poculiar to the weods used
by tho Company is their growth upon the hilla
and mountain sides, which gives thom a much
