And
evory where wo know, the more liquor a customer
consumes, tho less money will he have to expend
on other articles, aside from tho direct impoverish-
mont resulting from habits of idlencss and dissipa-
tion. Who is likely to buy of you the largest quan-
tity of valuablo storeskand pay for them with tho
most punctuality, the man who lounges ip the grog
shop, associates with the idle, becomes habituated
to vice, loses his love for his family, forfeits his credit
among bis frionds, and gradually hecomes a candi-
date Jor the almshouse, the penitentiary, or the
grave—or the man who is found in his workshop,
orinhis field, who by hisindusiry obtains a competen-
¢y, and by his integrity commands the respect of the
world and the affection of his friends? Itis perhaps
not unworthy of notsce, that those porsons who can-
sumo much ardeat spirit are proportionably disin-
clived to the use of othor groceries. Few lovers o
strong drink manifest much partiality for tea and
coffee—and few persens fond of these boverages bo-
come addicted to intemperance. The principles of
the Temperanco Society are commending themselves
to the adoption of an increasing portion of the com-
munity ; and there can be no doubt, that the grocer
who should be known to banish ardent spirit from
Iis store, would, from that very circumstanes, other
things being equal, recommend himself to the pat-
7onage aod good wishes of very many of the friends
of morality in th.s city. Aud some grocers have al-
ready dore so. Determined that their stores shall
no longer be the seene of that tippling which is so
dizgusting to their more decent customers, as well
as moniig'ing to themselves. dotermined that the
will be no longer concerned in a traffic which their
consciences never thoroughly approved, and which
they are now convinced is totally unjustifiable, they
have oxcluded from their shops both the decanter
and the puncheon. Such men, so far from being
losers. it is believed, will bo gainers by such a course,
w hoth tho charactor of thuir rustomers and the a-
mount of their sales.  Gaioers wo know they will
be 1a the satisfection of self approbation ; and, where
the sacrifico is m2de fromn right motives, in tho bles-
nug of the Almighty God, who is not accustomea
to ll}t upright obedicnce go carewarded, oven in this
world.

The time for the rencwal of your yearly licenses
isathaud.

God in the exlension of the Gospel to destitute
myriads of 'Pagan idolaters, and contributiug the
pecuniary means of sending forth those zealous” and
self-denying men whom God hath raised up and pre-
labour and enlerprise”—was

rincipally a- waoved by the Rev. Evisan Hoowr, in the follow-

ing address :—

1 believe that, as n Missionary returned from In-
dia, I shall most interest this assembly, and most
effectually serve that large family of the humanrace
amongst whom 1 have beea labouring for eight years,
by statng a few Elaiu facts which nave been esta-
blished by undoubted tostitmony, and may be illus-
trated by my own observation. I eliall, therefore,
advert directly to the state of the peoplo in India,
by which I do not mean their poliical state ; though
I'may just observe respecting it, thatit is a common
observation amonpgst thew, that they are more secure
and more happy and peaceful »~der the Briiish
govorument, than they wore uader tholir ov7n princes
and conquerors : butl moan their rcligious situation «
and though Il can bring forward caly what has al-
ready been often stated in such assemblies as this,
yot it is that which ought to be continually repeated,
till the faelings ofthe church of Christ shall be raised
to a proper pitch, and suitable cfforts are mado on
their hehalf. Thero are among thom somo traces
respecting the truo and living God, which I am con-
vigced have bean handed down from the first ages
of the worll, aud may be found in almost evory
nauon, apd every description of people in lndia.
In that language of lndia to which I paid most
attention, the Tamul, I have counted eighty-six
words svhich serve as names of the truo God: and
it is a singularfact that they are iz unison with those
inyuso amongat us, and apply to the same objoct.
The whole 35, bowever, neutraljzed by the absurd
inventions of suporstition and the practices of idola-
try s ood 1t1s a fact, that though there is some faint
knowledge of the true God, there is not ono temple

Y [ to his worstup s for they have excluded him by ac-

knowledging their throo hundred and thirty-threo
millions of inferior gods. The Brabmins, to a
many heve acknowledged the falschood of the sys-
tems which they teach and uphold : but my Lord,
the people in general have amongst them some zeal
for their rehgion, and we must not expect that
Hindooism, or the idoliry of India, will bo over-
thrown w a day. They ave continually makiog
large contributions to ercct new tomples, or to ro-

air old ones; and after all the light whick has
geon spraad:-among the people of Indin, they are
stll in the sams state, still following their idolatry,
and still given to that which 1s contrary to reason,
aswoll as to the honour of this living God. Oneof
the most awful sights § ever witnessod ‘as that of
avast assembly of sixty. eighty, or one hundred
thousand souls engaged n -worship befora a filthy
idol. The poople were asvemblod 1o & Iargo strect
1 front of a temple, and when, atthe sound of their
native music, the gates were oponed, and the ido)
was presonted on a lofty car, the whole assembly
joized 1n one simultanscus act 01 wyorship: falling

down and cxclniming, Sime. Sime. 1f you speak
to those idolators of a Savipur, they refer you to
Vishnu, who thoy eay has undergone ton icearna-
tions to accomplish dilivoranco; but thoy havo no
‘dea of tho nature of sin, aod of the uecesity of
being saveldl from its influenco : and therp is nothin
among them which at all nnswers to that Gospe
which displays the wisdom aud the powor of God.
Tho Hindoos believo in a sort of divine or superns-
tural influcnco. Tho author I havo before alluded
to says, ** Thoy who epproach the feet of Him who
moves over tho minds of his worshipers, shall lop
bo happy with him in heaven.”” But, in nmE
their idoa of supornatural influence regards only
possession of disease: they acknowledgo nothing
which is calculated to lcad them to repeatance, or
@ holy life ; nor do thoy belicve in_an vternal atate
of rowards and punishments, They do, indced,
conceive that they may exist in another world, but
it will only bo to roturn to this; and at tho ond'of
the world they ox'gect that all souls will be absorbed,
into the Deity. They have amoug them moral pre-
copts, which wo cannot but admire. One of Swfr
authors says,—* Whatover clse is done, let charity
he done: whatover elsois laid aside, let anger be
tnid asido : whatever elseis obscrved, Jet wisdom
bo observed; and whatever elso is maintained,
let consistency be maintained,” Precepts such as
these are treasured up by .them in early life; but
still such ‘is the demoralizing nature of jdolary
which they " practise, and the doctrinos which they
bolieve, that it is ovident the Hindoo system
cannot Ye reformed, but must be destroyed, in
ordor to the salvation of those who are living
under its influence. Thero are means in operation
caleulated to promote tho object; we have gchools,
Christian Schools, conducted by Christian mastars,
men tix‘ character and conscience, who instruct the
children out of Christian books, and thuslead them
to a knowledge of Christ. One ibstance of the
good sffects of this teaching ¥ will mention :—
short time before Ileft Madras, one of tha school-
mastors came to me to say, that five of his youths,
the cldest and best instructed in the School, had
been just undergoing a severs trial. They were the
children of Hindoo pareuts ; but by reading the
word of God, and by the Christian instruction the;
had received, they wero convinced of the falschoo
of the Hindoo religion, and of the wuth of Chris-
tianity ; and were determined mo longerto wear the
voko of Heathenism, or to go to their temples. 'They
bad, in conscquence, been taken to the termple by
thoir parents, stripped, and publicly beaten, and
wers then removed from the School. Bill, how-
ovor, they remained frm to their principles; they
continued to read the word of God, and to visit the
mastar; and they assured him, that when they be-
came of -go to be their own meaters, they would
certainly profoss the Christian faith. Wo have had
tlic pleasuro of secing our ehapels filled by the ¢hil-
dren of our Schools, to ask questions, or to recits
their tasks, and to receive isstruction. 'Tract So-
ciotics are also established, to promoto amongst the
people the knowledge of Christianity, I have
cnorally, in my journoys, bad oue map with me
Faden with Christian Tracts in tho langnage of the
country, and which I have distributed through a
district of soveral hundred miles in sxtent : and siig
is the valuc which the people of the country sét apon
thess Tracts, that thoy have reed them, and then
sold them at high prices to others. The Scriptures
are also read by individuals thomsolves, and to one
another. ‘But we conceivo tho public proaching of
tho Gogpel is, after all, the grand meuns for their
conversinn ; and this wo have been enabled to carry
on by tho countenance of the Government, and the
liberality of our friends at home and abroad, Cha-
pels have been erccted, which are well attended by
ourown people, and by the natives; aud we haye
been allowed to go into the country, agd call sinners
to repentance, sotting beforo their eyes the Lamd
of God who taketh away the sins of the world.
Thers are on this platform two persons, ond of otir
owx Socioty, and ong of the London Missionary
Society, with whom T have répeated 3 gons fo
preath ths Gospel of the graco of God. Ond of
thom, twenty years ggo, was act,ualg smuggled
into Indiay (for Missionaries -vero yot then allowed
to enter that countyy;) but be procetded into ihio
interier, acquired tho lanfuage, aad has been for
wany yoars, most actively engeged 1 distribaling
the word of God, and in preaching the Gospel,
