The sanetities of home and the care and love of children are not
promoted by it. It does not tend to produce i woman that quictness and
modesty which <hould eharacterize her. [t does not foster those vivtues and
excellencies which St Peter and St. Paul deseribe as her best graces and
adoruments.”
