Major Humphrey, however, who will succeed to the Lt-Coloneley, 1s as
popl_xlar as the present commander, and will, doubtless, make an cqually
efficient chief.  Apropos of Militia officers, Captain Jolly, commanding the
Yarmouth Battery, ought to be mentioned as one of the most cfficient and
encrgetic officers tho excellent Militia of our Province can buast of. Capt.
Jolly has, we arc informcd cn the best authority, built 2 Drill Shed for tis
Battery at his own expense, paying ground rent for the land on which 1t 18
erected. It is not eveory corps-commander who could stand such an expense
on behaif ot the service to which he does honor, but such a man is empha-
tically the right so:t of officer.

The recent decision in the United States Courts n relation to the
Sugar Trusfs is of great importance. A heavy protective duty was
imposed on imported sugars, in order to encourage home rehiming, and when
COmPIamt was made of the increased price of that necessary article, the
public was appeased by the prospect that the number of refineries would
soon bring it down. This, however, by no means suited the refiners, who
combined to limit the production by shutting upa number of refineries
{turning tbeir workmen out of employment) while the stockholders were
remuncrated by a revenue from the Trust, which thus forced prices up, and
was atthe same time cnabled to buy at lower tates. This is a striking
example of the tendency of Trausts, and 1s a standing menace to the public,

The Dalkousie Qazetle for January, amongst much interesting matter,
states that at Cambridge, Eng., a debate was held by the undergraduates as
to “ who wrote Shakespeare’s plays? * Mauy students,” it is said, * would
not vole, but of 231 who did, 101 voted for Bacon, and 130 for Shakes-
peare.” The vote of 101, One would think, was as much a joke as a recent
paragraph affirming that the name of the auathor of “She” is pronounced
Reeder Haggard, with the accent on the last syllable of Haggord. English-
men have not yet como down to the snobbish affectation of accenting the
last syllable of names, as the Americans do in *“ Parnoll " and other such cog-
nomens.

The late meeting of the Halifax Chamber of Commerce was a memora-
ble one, as the memb-rs, for the first time in some years, eschewed politics,
and united in their dumands that justice should be done Halifax. Itseems
a pity that decided action had not beon taken at the previous meeting some
five months ago, and we trust that in thus instance the delay may not
have proved fatal. Having met and passed vigorous resolutions, the Cham-
ber must now keep or agitating until all the matters vrought before the
meeting have been favorably acted upon by the Government and the Canada
Pacific authorities. Boards of Trade, Crambzrs of Commerce, or assem-
blies of business mzn with the objsct of advancing th: trad: and commerce
of the country, by whatever name called, are, if properly conducted, powers
in the land. = At the Board of Tradz dwanzc in Toronto, Lord Stanley, in
reply to the toast of his health, made a brilliant speech, and testified as fol-
lows to the necessity of such organizutions :— ¢ This Board of Trade ” (the
Toronto Baard) “ [ balieve is almust unexampled in the number of us
active members, and, if imitation is the sincarest frm of flattery, its exam-
ple has beea foltowed by the creation of similar Boards in other parts of the
country. (Hear, hear.) Well, we know what services can be rendered and
have been rendered by such associstions, for they have existed, althongh
under auoth.er namo, for some tims in the Mother Country. I may speak
from porsonal knowledge when I tell you that, as a late President of the
official Board of Trade i England, I cia testify to the advaatage which has
accrued to those why were in the pub'ic sarvice from free communication,
and the ready informition which was afforded by such bodies. (Cheers.)
In the collection of statistics, in the riving of information to members of
their own body or to the pub'ic, thess d :pirumznis have porformzd not the
least important duty in these days; and I havs found them, [ may say,
subrosa, also patting pressure upon ministers.”  Our Coamber of Commerce
has now settled diwa to business, and tha bzaneficial results to Halifax ot
its united action witl soon be apparent.
