THE TWELFTH OF JULY.

Few of our readers but know the cir cumstan~
ces which ronder the tnelfih day of July among
ali loyal men, a day of rejoicing ; those who do
not
tebration of the day, aud the Orange Association,
will do well 10 peruse Euglsh history, from the
period of the Commoneeaith, to the restoration
of peace and order, under WiLLIANM & Marv.
We shall not now go mto a lengthened history
of the causes which led to the tormation of the
Orange Institution in lreland, fifty and four years
agu, and its subscquent introducuion into England,
and British North America. It s enough to
know that 1t is identificd with the hastory of the
Empire. The loyal, steady, and patriolic course
pursucd by tke Urango socicty, during the san~
guinary rebellion of 1798, and ther undaunted
courage on that oecasion, saved Irclund from the
further ravages of cavel war. The incursions of
a merciless foreign euemy were checked in their
carecr of devastation by thetr mirepd valour and
loyalty. EmncUs insurrcetion of 1803 was
crushed in embryo, by the Orangemen of Dubli,
and \gsurrectionary movements 1n the North and
West were checked by the loyal Orangemen of
Ulster.  The Institution swas, trom its commences
ment, down to the period when that maw-worin
Lord Glenelg became Secretary of State, patron-
ized by the {rish Government; until ihen, the
Orange processions were encouraged—the Sth
November as well as the 12th July was duly ce-
lebrated. ‘The statuie of the lmwortal hero of
the Boyne was decorated on both occasions. The
Lord Licutenant, the Chanceltor, the Judges, the
Lord Mayor and Corporation of Dublim, und the
respective Orange Lodges with the ycomanry
corps, and a detachment of troops {rom the gar-
rizon paraded at the Statue n College Green,
and afier firing three volleys in honor of the doy,
scparated in peace and hsrmony.—It should be
remembered that the anviversary of the Boyne,
is o dvy memorable in the military annals of the
Empire, and one which should be celebiated swith
all the houors by every truc inend and supporter
of cwil freedomn and religious hberty, as esta-
blished at the just and neccssary revolution of
1688. “The Orangemen arca body of whom any
government night be proud—ihey have always
pecn the foremost in supporting peace, regularity,
and order. They have o ecvery occasion sup-
ported the goverament in mamtaming the British
supremacy and connection. Teir services 10
the State during the Cunada Rebellion were in-
valuable— thewr courage preserved this Province
before them, treason quailed, and democracy hid
its hydra-head. How their scivices were re-
warded 13 matter ofhistory. Al present it would
only be a disagreeable and useless task 1o reca-
pitulate past events. Orange displays should by
all mesns be promoted and encouraged. They
create a spirit of Joyalty and rencration for the
constilution, and in a great meusure tend to in-
culcate in the mnds of the rising generaticn the
spirat which animated their fathers  They ought
1o be viewed by every true protestant as one of
those spinit-stirnng scencs atound which the ima-
gination clings with unabated cnthusiasm, and
trom which the migd should draw the noblest les-
sons of poliucal and moral virtue, and the most
strenuous incentives 10 patriousm.  With what
feelings of exalted pleasurc should we dwell upon
those great events that perpetoate the deeds and
celebrate the achicvements of our protestant an-
cestors, when the trumphant Lion of Nassau
planted bis siandard on the blighted soil of repub-
fican tyranny. Theimagination tings its fight
to thosc consecrated spots, the Boyne, Derry and
Aughrim, when the battles of independence and
protestantism  were fought-—when the patriot’s
tlood was poured out as a willing offering to pur-
chase the frecdom of bis country. With excited
feclings we can trece on the map, Boyoe’s limpd
strcam, and exclaim,

« Take a cheer from the way where by Boyne’s
glassy ware,
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before expressing an opinion agamst the co- |

1f then the system of orangersm and especially
orauge processions have proved su bencficial in
freland, in preserving Briush connection, atford-
ing protection to the protestant population, stem-
ming the current of rebellion, crushing wsurrec-
utonary movements, and preventing the march of
democracy, anarchy and rerulution, how much
mare nccessary 1s it 1o promotc such, in ths
quarter of the empire, where democracy s insis
duously at work, to undcrmine that constitutioa
which our revered ancestors purchased with their
fives and fortunes.

In many parts of the Proviuce, the day was
celebrated with becoming honours, and ouly ina
very few cascs have we heard of any breach of
the peace.—In Moutreal, adisturbance is said to
have taken place, but the extent of miscin={ done
we have not yet ascertaned.  In St Catherine’s
while 2 body of 25 or 30 Urangemen were pea~
ceably dimng together, without displaying any
colours, or 1 any vay acung 30 as to create
feelings of hatred in *he breast of their Roman
Cathotic fellow =¢itizens, they were wantonly at
tacked by a body of Papsts, numbertug (rom
three o four hundred. ‘The windows of the house
were broken by the mob, and several shots nere
fired, which was returned by the party inside the
house, and with effect,—four of e riclers were
yilled, ard many mortally wounded. We regret
the loss of hfc in any other case, but when men
will wilfully and maliciously attack a pcaceatle
set of men quietly enjoying themsehes in ccle-
brating a day which gave to our church and na-
tion those blessings which they cuoy 5 when, we
say, persons ammated by the desire to shed blood,
aul prompted by the devil to commit an sct by
which they place thewr own lives in jeopardy,
then we believe no sympathy should be bestowed
upon them, nor should they Le vicwed in any
other light than us unaccauntable creaturcs
whose death was a matter of accudent.

In Norwich, about eight hundred persons per-
sons of both sexcs met to hear Divine service,
near the site of the charch lately destroyed.

The Rev. gentleman’s scrmon breathed
forth & spirit of true picty and christian benevol-
ence 3 earncstly did he exhort his hearers 10 follow
in their path through life the cxzmple of the car-
penter’s son, the meek and lowly Jesus s forcibly
did he umpress upon them the necessity of obedi-
enee 1o the laws of God and man; and with the
solicitude of 2 friend cautioned them against the
tempiation of the world, the fiesh, and the deril,
