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conservative and harmonious than had
been expected in some quarters. A
gtatoment of belief was formulated asa
basis of faith for considevation next
year, A largd share of the debt of $600
on the Home Missionary Society was
raised by a spontaneousand enthnsiastic
outburst of benevolence among the dele-
gates thewselves. A theatre ueeting,
wit 2000 peoplein attendance, was one
of tho features of the season,

land, is to be the general editor.

—All that Japaness law requires a
man to do in order to put away his wife
is to have her name erased from the offi-
cial register of his fumily, and have it
re-entered on the register of her fumily.
Strong efforts are being made to amend
this easy plan of divorce,

Korea.—Writing to the Independent,
Mr, Appenzellos says : “ It is less than
seven years since the first Protestant
nissionary came to Seoul or to Koren,
Both the Methodist and Presbyterian
niissions have had lady wmissionaries in
Torea from the beginning, Mrs. M. F.
Scranton hes the honor of being the first
one to open direct work for the women
of Korea. More than cnce have X heard
her say that the women think so little
and their ideas are very narrow. But
the work of educating them was begun,
then medical work, and finally direct
evangelical work, Resultsare not to be
looked for before tho sced has had time
to take root. Yet there are a few things
that cheer us even while breaking the
fallow ground. Koren has two girls'
schools, with an attendance of about
40; one hospital, where nearly 2400
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patients were treated tho last yeur, and
religious services are held regularly on
the Sabbath, with an attendance of up-
ward of two hundred. One of the ladies
of the Presbyterian Mission has a week-
ly sewing class at her hoeuse, where
women of all ranks and conditions come,
und, while engaged in necedle-work, the
Gospel story is rend to them and ex-
plained. Another lady of the same mis-
sion has a class in the city away from
her home, The hospital, in charge of a
Methodist lady, is the ceotre of a very
interesting and efficient Christian work.
Sometimes women come, not because
they are sick, but because they want to
hear about ‘ the new doctrine,’*’

—EKorea presents a striking illustra.
tion of the irresistible advance of the
kingdom of Christ., One of the most
remarkable works of grace known in
modern missions is that among the
Koreans. Without baving heard or
seen a missionary, thousands of people
bave henrd of Christ and turned to the
service of God. Theso converts are the
fruit of the circulation of copies of the
New Testament by the Rev, John Ross,
late missionary of the Presbyterian
Church of Scotland in Manchuria,
