Details of Construction (flot required for Method II)

(a) Method I
Except ini cargo spaces, mail rooms, baggage roins or refrigerated

compartments of service spaces, ail linings, grounds, ceilings. and insulations,
shall be of incombustible materials, but in ships carrying flot more thaal
100 passengers the linings. grounds and ceilings need flot be of incombustible
materials provided they conform to the conditions applicable to the bulk-
heads of the spaces in which they are situated. The total volume of
combustible facings, mouldings, decorations, and veneers in any accommoda-
tion or public space shall fot exceed a volume equivalent to one-tenth inch
(or 2-54 millimetres) veneer on the combined area of the wails and eig
Combustible facings, mouldings, decorations or veneers shail flot be ue
ini corridors or stairway enclosures.

(b) Method III
The use of combustible materials o! ail kinds such as untreated wQ$d

veneers, ceilings, curtains, carpets. &c., shaîl be reduced in so far as it 's
reasonable and practicable. In large public spaces the grounds and supports
to the linings and ceihings, shah be of steel or equivalent material.

Wi) In the vertical direction, such spaces, including those bebindliin
o! stairways, trunks, &c., shall be closed at ecch deck.

(b) The construction of ceiling and bulkheading shahl be such that it L
be possible for the lire patrols to detççt any amoke originating in conceale
and inaccessible spaces without împairing the efficiency of the lire protectiO>'

(c) The concealed surfaces of ail bulkheads, linings, panelliings, staras
wood grounds, &c., in accommodation spaces shail be such as wilI, inte
oinion o! the Administration, restrict the spread of flame to a satfaOI

(d) Paints, varnishes and similar preparations having a nitro-cellulose a
shah flot be used.

(e) Lea4 shal not be used for overlboard scuppers, sanitary 41cage n
other outlets which are close to the water line ucor where the fusing o h
lead in the evenIt of fire would give tise to danger of flooh1ng.

(f) Electric radiators. if used, m~ust be fixed in position and so contP1 te
as to redue fire risks to a minimum. Electric radiators of the i. ý
element type shal flot te used.
