all over the coast. He will understand that millions of
rubles can be gained by adopting nontraditional energy
sources. These are more expensive than the traditional
ones in the developed regions. But here, with a total
lack of roads, to throw money to the winds, as a renewable
resource, is pure profit.

Talk about a boss is not just wishful thinking.
It is what we need most urgently today. Many polar

workers are already aware of this.

I have already mentioned the dogs that divided up
the territory on Zhokova I. But when a polar bear

approaches any of the settlements, they forget their
"departmental affiliation" and together rush to drive off

the trouble.

Must we people wait for a bear before we look
after our common interest?
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
