RECOGNITION OF ISRAEL: ‘The Secretary of State
for External Affairs made the following an-

_nouncement on December 24:

The Canadian Government has today (December
24) informed the provisional government of

.. Israel that the Canadian Government recognizes

de_facto the State of Israel in Palestine and
that it also recognizes de facto the authority
of the provisional government of Israel.

" 'Thé -State of Israel was proclaimed on May
15, 1948. During the seven months that have
elapsed, the State of Israel has, in the opin-
'ion of the Canadian Government, given satis-
factory oroof that it complies with the essen-

. tial conditions of statehood. These essential

conditions are generally recognized to be ex-
ternal independence and effective i.nte?nal
government. within a reasonably well-defined
territory.’

"..The provisional government of Israel has
been informed that the recognition given by

Canada is accorded in -the knowledge that the
boundaries of the new.State have not as yet
been precisely defined, and in the hope that
it may be possible to settle tnese and all
otner outstanding questions in the spirit of
the resolution adopted by the General Assembly
of the United Nations on December 11, 1948, °

Lecember 24, 1948, from the Secretary of State
for External Affairs to Mr. Moshe Shertok,
Foreign Secretary of the Provisional Govern-

ment of Israel: C .
