
THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA of thie one part, hereinafter referred ta as «Canada», and
the European Atomnic Energy Communîty, hereinaffer referred ta as *the Communfty». of thle
other part both. hereinafler referred ta as thie *Parties;

CONSIDERING the importance of science and tecthnoIagy for their economnic and social
development;

RECOGNIZING thaot Canada and the Community are pursufig research and technological
programmes of common interest in a number of ameas of nuclear research and that mutual
benefbt may b. derived If the Parties facilitate further cooperation;

RECOGNIZNG thart the Agreement for Scientiflo and Technological Cooperation between
Canada and the European Community entered into force on 26 Februury 1996;

NOTING that there has been active cooperation and information exchavn in a number of
scientiflc or technolagIcal aras urider the Canada-European Cornmunitles Framework
Agreement for Commercial and Economnic Cooperation slgned in 1976;

N01ING that there has also been active cooperation and information excilange in the atea of
the peaceful uses of nuclear energy under the Agreement betwen the Govemment of Canada
and EURATOM for Cooperation in the Peaceful Uses of Atomic Energy stgned i 1959, as
arnended, hereinafter referr.d to as thie "CanadaEURATOM Agreement of11959";
