FISHERIES

REPORTED REGULATION OF NET SIZE ON DRAGGERS

On the orders of the day:

Mr. L. R. Crouse (Queens-Lunenburg):
Mr. Speaker, I wish to direct a question to
the Minister of Fisheries. According to yes-
terday's press, regulations now make it un-
lawful for Canadian deep sea fishermen to
carry both large and small nets on their
draggers. Nets must now be one size or the
other, with penalties for infringement rang-
ing up to $1,000, or imprisonment, or both.

Will the minister advise how this regula-
tion will be enforced upon foreign shipping
fishing on Canada's banks off the east coast
of Newfoundland, or does this only apply
to Canadian fishing draggers?

Hon. J. A. MacLean (Minister of Fisheries):
Mr. Speaker, I think it is superfluous for me
to say that this government has no jurisdic-
Vion over foreign vessels fishing on the high
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seas. However, there is a convention among
most of the countries interested in fishing
in the northwest Atlantic, the international
convention for the northwest Atlantic fish-
eries, and the countries who subscribe to it
set up by mutual agreement certain regula-
tions as to net sizes and other conservation
measures. The various countries concerned
take the responsibility for enforcing these
regulations as far as their nationals are
concerned.

I am answering this question off the cuff,
and if my information is not complete, or is
incorrect, I will add to the answer tomorrow.

LUMBER-REPRESENTATIONS AGAINST TARIFF
INCREASE ON SOFTWOOD

Hon. Donald M. Fleming (Minister of
Finance): Mr. Speaker, representations, as
I think they should be called rather than
protests, have been received from the associa-
tion with reference to this particular decision
of the tariff board, and the matter is receiv-
ing very close study.
