The purpose of the third amendment is to
confer on the executive certain privileges
pertaining to the general assembly wbich only
meets every four years, so as to improve the
dispatch of the society's business.

The fourth amendment is to allow new
members of the executive to be selected from
outside Montreal and suburbs whereas such
a territorial limit existed previously.
