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.Mr. Andrew Brewîn (Gr.enwood): Mr.
Speaker, 1 arn very interested in the minister's
announcenient, as are my constituents and
others i the east of Toronto who are vitallY
affected and very concerned about the pro-
posed waterfront airport. I must say that
I arn relieved by the confirmation-I think
it is a confirmation-that any plan for a large-
scale international airport on the waterfront
has definiteiy been dropped. I arn also glad
to hear that any forin of commercial water-
front airport is at least remote. Speaking for
my constituents, I think we would rather have
heard that there would be no waterfront air-
port at ail.

I want to echo what the last speaker has
said about the tremendous importance of con-
sulting the people who are concerned in this
matter. There are many people in my con-
stituency who want to have the opportunlty
to make representations. They want consulta-
tion not just with the experts, not only with
their elected representatives; the people whose
lives will be affected want to have an op-
portunity to appear, present their own views,
and take some part in the vitally important
decisions to be made.

I would have preferred it if the minister
bad given an undertaking not to proceed with
any plan without giving the Standing Com-
xnlttee on Transport and Communications the
opportunity to hear witnesses and make
recommendations. We have to encourage
economic growth, but it is also incumbent on
us in Parliament to save the people from
noise pollution and other threats to the qual-
ity of Canadian life.

Mr. Réal Caouetie <Témiscamingue): Mr.

Speaker, the salient point in the statement
of the Minister of Transport (Mr. Jamieson)
is the fact that the federal goverrument is
willing to ask the advice of the provincial
authorities as well as that of the municipal
authorities of Toronto and the adjacent com-
munities.

I think that if the saine procedure had been
used in the case of the Montreal international
airport, there would be fewer problems at the
present Urne.

The other point which prompts me to ap-
prove the mninister's statement is that he did
not disclose the location of that airport, so
as to prevent speculators froni taking advan-
tage of the people, from purchasing, for ex-
ample, lots at ridlculously low prices, and
seing them back at a profit of 100, 200 or
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even 1000 per cent. From, that Point Of view,
I think the xinister is acting i the interests
of the population of Toronto and adjacent
areas, while making it clear at the saine turne
that the federal authorities, by discussing the
matter with the Ontario goverrument as well
as with the municipalities, wants the location
of the airport to be selected so as to serve the
area people in the best possible way.
