Pastor Russell’s
Sermon

BALTIMORE, Md., May 21.—Pastor
Russell of the Brooklyn Tabernacle
preached here twice to-day to large

one of his discourses from the text,
“When He ascended up on high He led
a multltude of captives” (Ephesians
iv., 8-10).

In this week occurs the anniversary
of Jesus’ ascension. In one sense of
the word of our Lord ascended (that is,
from human nature and the tomb, to
the divine nature and immortality) at
the time of His resurrection from the
dead. He tarried, however, for forty
days, with the apostles for their estab-
lishment and instruction—He on the
epirit plane, invisible to them, except
when He manifested Himself by ap-
pearing miraculously in various forms
to convince them that He was no long-
er deceaséd, and also that He was no
longer confined to human conditions—
that His résurrection had made Him
.again a spirit being on the higher
plane, where He was before He tcok
human nature for the suffering. of
death, for the redemption of humanity.

Not alone by His words, but also by
His conduet, 6ur Lord taught His rol- '
lowers. They had not .as yet been be- I
gotten of the Holy Spirit, and hence
could not understand or appreciate
spiritual things. They could, therefore,
recéive imstructions only along natural
lines.

Jesus was raised from the dead a
spirit béing, far above angels, princi-
palities and powers. Had He then
gone directly to the Father without

Effect of Decree,

Archdeacon Cody further stated that
the Ne Temere decree, from- the Latin
meaning ‘lest rasilly,” advanced in the
abstract but had not been enforced
6n the Engliesh people; it was only
to take effect in the parishes where
published and it was not published in
Great Britain and Germany urtil three
vears ago. The decree enjolned aill
betrothals to be put in writhrg, glgn-
ed by thé contracting parties in the
presence of o priest and {wo witnesses.
It also enforced the law in the case
of mixed marriages, namezly, that any-
one baptized in the RomamCatholic
Clhurch, even tho they had '$6ft that

flesh but quickened in the spirit,”” and
that henceforth, as the apostle declares,
“the Lord is that Spirit’ (II. Corin-
thians iii, 17).

If some of us at one time misunder-
stood the scriptures and supposed that
our Lord Jesus ascended to heaven in
a physical condition, as a man, we en-
tirely misunderstood the seriptures—He
Who was rich, as the Logos in glory,
preserved His identity when He was
made poor for our sins, made rlesh,
that He might be our Redeemer. Sim-
flarly, that Redeemer preserves His

rich again—now that He has been re-4
ceived up to the spirit plane of glory,
no;mr and immortality, the divine na-
ture

To suppose that Jesus went to heav-
en a man is to mistake the significance
of His title, The Son of Man, which He
maintains, as identifying Him with

His many titles. To suppose that Igsus
is - a human being in heaven would beé
to suppose that He is still as when in
the flesh, ‘“a little lower -than thez

” whereas the s¢riptyres declare |
that He has ascended far higher, so
that all the angels of God, as well as
men, are commanded to worship Him.
To suppose Jesus in ‘heaven a human
being would be to suppose Him out of
all harmony with heavenly, spiritual
oonditions and surroundings.
Moreover, are we not told that the
Church of Christ will be changed from
the human to the spirit conditton in the
resurrection, and that this change will
make the ‘“‘élect of God” like their Re-
déemer, so that they may ses Him as
He is. not as 1Hé¢ was—that they may
see Him in glory, henor and immor-
tality, exaltation, and not as the hu-
miliated One Who was made flesh that
He might sacriftce His flesh on man’'s
behalf? When we &0 thought we for-
gc.t the sccriptural dedlaration that
“flesh and blood cannot inheérit the
Kingdom of God,” hence that all thess
ralléd to be partakers of the dwine
nature and heavenly Xkingdom with
their Redéemer and TLord, must be
made like Him by the power of the
first resurrection.

Our text, in a figurative way, repre-
sente the ascention of Jesus from the
earthly plane to the he=avenly as the
triumph of a great Condueror: Sin had
gained ascéndéncy over Adam and his
race. and had brought mankind low to
the dust. mentally, morally and physi-
cally. Moreover, this victory éver man
had been gained in a. legal mannér—
thru one man’'s disobedience (Romems
v. 12). The Logos divested Himself of
His glory on-the spirit 7lane, was
made  flesh, fulfilléd the damands of
the law, proved Himself competént to |
ray the sinners’ ranstme-price, ang gave
Himself a rantom for all, “to be testi-
fied in' due time’ (I. Timéthy i, 8).

Thus the great Conqueror is seen ra-
turning to the heéavenly state, ac-
claimed by the heavenly host; and fol-
lowing Him far down the centuries,
the prophetic view saw, first the
ehurch. the “Roval Prlesthood,” ‘“His
brethren,”” “His bride.” delivered from
the power of &n and death, thru the
merit of Flis blood. And thess were
but the first corps of a following host
—“a, kind of first-fruits to God of His |
creatureés.” rescuéd from sin and from‘
death (James i, 18; Revelation xiv, 4).

L.ater on, stretching down for a thou-
eand vears bevond the church's de-
liverance, the prophetic pen foretells
countless hosts &f every nation. peo-
ple, kindred and tongue, to he delivered
from the power of sin and death {thru
the merit of Him VWho died. “the Just
for the unjust.””
