On her admittance to the hospi­
tal she was unconscious, and It was two 
hours afterwards before she regained her 
senses. Last night she was much Improved 
and It is expected that within a few days 
she will be able to leave the hospital. Miss 
Cornell came to the city from Stratford a 
few months ago and has been employed in 
various places. During the Exhibition she 
worked as a waitress in the Toronto Quick 
Lunch Restaurant, 81% Yonge-street. She 
Is a bright little girl and her friends say 
tt ey cannot account for her strange action 
In attempting to take her life.
