Taking up Sir Wilfrid's attempt to prove
that his Government was not guilty of
extravagance because he had a surplus,
Mr. Foster showed that the deficits of the
last years of Counservative rifle was dué
entirely to the remission of taxes on sugar,
etc., while the present Government had not
only not reduced the incidence of taxation,
but had added largely to the taxation.

Oldtime Pledges.

Mr. Foster, after reading Sir Wilfrid’s
claim, made at Kincardine, that all Liberal
pledges had been redeemed, asked the audi-
ence to follow him while he recited the
statements made by Sir Wilfrid in 1806 in
8t, Catharines. Was it not one of the
pledges made then that the taxation would
be reduced? Well, is it not true that they
had added eight millions to the taxation?
Had they :not increased it? They promised
to reduce the expenditure—was that pledge
redeemed? It had been increased from 42
milliens in 1896 to 51 millions last year.
Had his pledges to eliminate the principle
of protection from the tariff been kept?
What about their professions to preserve
the independence of Parliament? Wogld
it be said that this had been done?

Mulockis Dual Views.

Mr.Mulock had promised to have the salary
of the .Governor-General reduced, but he
did so no longer. This same Mr. Mulock
had denounced as iniquitous the appointing
members of Parliament to offices. ‘He even
intfoduced a bill to prevent this practice,
but  though he . had {;eon in power three
years no such bill had been passed.
Worse than that, member after member
had been appointed to office in direct vio-
lation of Liberal pledges. They condemn-
ed the granting of rallway subsidles as
belnia means of parliamentary corruption.
Sir Richard Cartwright told ‘the Fatrons
that on this question the Liberals were at
one with the Patrons, yet in two years
they had granted $11,000,000 in subsidies,
They promised to reduce the number of
Cabinet Ministers. They had
the number instead of reducing it.

The Taxes Increased.

They were to make this a cheap count
to live in by reducing the taxeg and rlz
ducing the cost of goods to the consumer.
They bhave added to the taxes: and he
would ssk were the prices of goods of
any kind reduced. Not a pledge had been
redeemed and a party that would brazenly
violate its plédges was unworthy of confi-
dence or respect. Sir Wilfrid clalmed to
be a Liberal %f the old school, but it was
Inconceivable that a Gladstone or a Rose-
bery could so violate their pledges. =

They Also Use Private Cars.

They were to have no private cars, but
now they are in constant requisition,though
now they salved their consciences by call-
ing them *‘‘officers on wheels.”  The exam-
ple of a -<country’s public men was one
which we should be able to held up for
the imitation of their children. Could a
Liberal father point to St Wilfrid’s ex-
ample ‘as a pledge breaker as one Ii$ boy
should imitate? 'We should be able to
place confidence in the integrity of our
fellows and it is the duty of the electorate
to insist upon public men keeping their
pledges.

The Transvaal Contingent.

Mr. Foster dealt with the subject of the
sending of the contingent to the Transvaal
and arraigned the policy, the unimperial
policy, of the Government. He repudiated
the false cry that the Conservatives were
guilty of raising a race issue. If if.were
concelvable that Mr. Mulock, for example,
were the Premier and bad his actions been
as Sir Wilfrid's, the same condemnation
would be meted out to him. The Govern-
ment had been forced by public opinion to
concede one point after another, and they
would yet be forced to do all their fall
duty in the matter of aiding the Empire
in its hour of trial.

The meeting closed with ringing cheers
for the Queen, Mr. Foster and the candi-
date.
