New York, June 10.—The' Protective As-
sociation of Pro val Baseball Players
was formed here to-day, at a meeting of
delegates from the eight National League
teunrs, A president and Committee on By-
laws and Constitution were chosen,but thetr
names were kept secret. ‘I'he names of
three former ball-players were mentioned
as legal advisers for the association. ‘I'hese
were Harry Taylor of Buffalo, bdilchaet
Sulllvan of Boston and Willlam Goeckel of
Y'hiladelphia. Y

The meeting was secret and was held un-
der the auspices of Samuel Gompers, Presi-
dent of the American Federation of Labor.
Each Natlonal League- club selected dele-
gates and these men were expected to be
present © . :

The union bhaseball players will not be
called upon to support other unions in case
of strikes, but in the event of having a
fight of their own on their hands, they ex-
pect to have the support of organized labor
all over the country and In this way force
the magnates to accept their terms.

The National League men g0 far have ridl-
culed this movement and say that it can-
not be a success any more than was the
Brotherhood organization of 180, Vresi-
