EAPLOVTED BY THETINT

-Series of Articles on Offensive Cari-
catures Without a Parallel in
Modern Days Begun.

London, Jan. 13.—A remarkable
article appears in to-day’s Times, un-
der the caption of ‘“Literature of Ger-
man Anglophobia,”” recounting the
character of the anti-British cartoons
which have appeared in the German
newspapers, which, The Times says,
“in coarseness, obscenity and venom
are without a parallel in modern
times.”

The wisdom of the publication of
the article at this juncture is much !
questioned. The Star says: !

“The Times to-day, of all days, be-
gins a series of articles on the «f-
fensive German caricatures. The
Times ought to hesitate before it de-
liberately flogs the passion of the peo-
ple. Are our publicists mad? Can
they not see the abyss towards which

they are hounding this long-suffering
nation?”

The Times' article, which is two
columns long, says: ““These papers
are not gutter-sheets, but are sold .
everywhere at the stations of the state
rallroads, even at Potsdam ‘station,
where the Emperor is constantly
traveling. He was finally obliged to
personally order their removal.
“Neither are these papers anony-
mous. One of the most infamous of
all, entitled “The Boer War,” bq'a.rs
on the title pages “the names of per-
sons distlngu!she@ in the literary and
artistic world of Germany. From a

is an art production; but it is diffi-
cult to find words to convey a notion
of the filth which its cultured artists
and writers venture to lay before its
cultured German readers. British
soldiers are ,represented as robbing
the dead; Mr. Chamberlain’s state
coach is depicted as a cart laden with
skeletons, and King Edward is shown
dead drunk in his bedroom, receiving
the news of Cronje’s surrender. But,
the crowning piece is a cartoon entitled
“Hero Worship.” The then Princess
of Wales with Queen Victoria and the
Prince of Wales and the young prin-
cesses ‘standing by her side, is de-
corating a youthful soidier. The legend
underneath reads textually :

“‘An English Princess dewratlng'
the youngest soldier in the British
army with the Victorid Cross, because,
altho only thirtéeen, he has already
outraged eight Boer women.’

“This obscenity, sold in respectable
shops, was eagerly bought by the pub-
lic, and lies on fashionable drawing-
room tables.”

Y WINIPEG CITITENS

Mass Meeting Resolves That Any

A Lawyer’s Opinion.

J. 8. Tupper, K.C., discussing the
referendum on the prohibition question
says: “In my opinion the present
government of this province could not
strike a more deadly blow at the temp- |
erance case than by proclaiming the
liquor act before they have satisfied
themselves that its enforcement will
be supported by a substantial wajority
of the people of this province. As the
only method by which such a fact can
be established is by submitting the
liquor act to the people, I think the
action of the government in so Jdoing
should be commended by ‘every one
irrespective of party, and especially
S0 by those who have the interests
of prohibition® at heart. As to the |
majority mnecessary, experience has
shown that unless the majority in |
favor of the enforcement of such an
act is very considerable, its enforce- |
.ment is practically impossible. I do!
not think the government would be |
justified in proclaiming the act unless
a majority of the electors on the lists
vote in favor thereof. Concerning com-
pensation I think it follows as a mat-
ter of common honesty that the liquor
bill can only be proclaimed on con-
dition that those whose vested inter- |
ests are thereby interfered with should |
be compensated.”

DR. KING'S SUDDEN CALL.
