E. V. Buchanan, general manager for 

the public utilities commission, has 
forwarded a letter to Mayor Little, ask- 
ing him to call a special meeting of the 
city council to give a third reading to 
the debenture bylaws. First and sec­
ond readings were given at a special 
meeting some weeks ago. it being ex-‘ 
pected that the Ontario railway and: 
municipal board would then grant the I 
necessary authority which was not ob­
tained previously because of the defeat 
of the London bill. The board stated 
that owing to a change in its procedure 
all three readings must be given to 
measures of this kind.,

One bylaw will authorize the issue of 
$85,000 debentures for waterworks ex­
tensions and $80,000 for electrical ex-| 
tensions. As the two previous readings 
were passed unanimously by the coun- 
cil, no difficulty is expected regarding 
the third reading. Once this is ob­
tained, It is expected that the municipal 
hoard will grant approval immediately 
for the issue.

This action will mean the commence­
ment of much activity particularly in 
the electrical business, as work of this 
nature Is now six months behind. W ith 
the exception of a pipe line along Cen­
tral avenue from the Thames to supply 
the C. P. R with river water, no exten­
sive operations are planned. The re­
mainder of the appropriation for water­
works purposes will be used for main 
extensions, and enlargements along 
thoroughfares which the city intends 
to pave. The money obtained from the 
sale of electrical debentures will he 
used almost entirely for making new 
connections. Failing money from this 
source during the past few months the 
public utilities commission has had to 
require each new customer to pay the 
full cost of a connection in advance.

In the 
relay race the Canadians were eliminat­
ed in the preliminary heat, while Pee- 
tera of Holland took the 1,000 -metre 
race, with Englishmen finishing in 
second and third positions.

The relay race was at 4,000 metres, 
and the Canadians lowered their colors 
to the South African team. Peeters, 
who Is the Dutch cycling champion, 
took the 1.000 metres In the slow time 
of 14 2-5 seconds. Johnson and Ryan, 
both of England, were, respectively, 
second and third. These three were the 
only riders in the finals.
