Oats—There was a general rush to buy

were biddipg In a market in which the
seller had to have attractive pricgs before
he let go. There was muech stop-loss
buying of oats by shorts, who were dis-
tressed or  frightened *at the strength
shown. More reports current of rust.

ding up barley.

Provisiong—Values have scored ‘very
substantial gains, jnfluenced considerably
by the decline in strength, but also by
the strength of the hog market and by
the light current arrivals. General p.s-
cellaneous inyestors were chief buyers of
provigions, but many shorts covered also.

Ennis & Stoppani wired to J. L. Mitchell
at the close-:

“Wheat at the start was %c higher, and
bf midday was up 2¢ per bushel. The
direct cause is said to be higher Liver-
pool cables. The weekly statistics were
quite bullish. Amount on passage, five
million 'less than .a year ago, and de-
crease of over a million and a half in our
visible supply in this country, The Ohio
crop report showed loss of eight pbints,
and . Missouri report lost nine points dur-
ing June. There was from two to six
inches of rain in different parts of Ne-
braska, with much damage reported. The
trade to-day was general and showed
improvement over past gessions, We think
the public are coming into the market,
and should the demage reports continue
much higher ‘prices are in prospect.

Corn—The buying to-day has been
good and by all clagses, with final guo-
tations near the best of the day. Firm
cables, unfayorable c¢crop news and
strength in wheat were the factors mak-
ing for higher prices.

Oats—Most of the crop‘news was un-
favorable, and the market strong and
higher.

Proyisions—There was a good general
demand and bhigher prices prevailed.
Hogs were 10¢ higher and packers were
arrayed on the long side.

J. R. Heintz & Co. wired to R. B.
Hojlen :

Wheat opened strong, influenced by
higher foretgn cables, wet weather in the
southwest and poor .threshing 'returns.
Around midday, on the publication of
several state reports, which showed con-
ditions from four to nine points under
condition as of June 1, the market had a
sharp ad®ance. The close was strong at
about the best figures of the day.

Corn—There was a wild market in corn,
eéspecially the September, which covered
8 wide range and <¢losed with a galn of
1%c, while May also gained nearly 2c.
There was nothing particularly new in
the situation, but receipts continue light,
and bujlish sentiment is becoming very
general. We do not éeg that much money
can be made on the long side of corn at
this level, yet me recognize the fact that
it is a strong mrket, and see little possi-
bility to make money selling it pshart
under present conditions,

Qats are strong in sympathy with corn.
Beneficial rains were reported, but the
strength in wheat and corn and some
further rust reports from this state kept
the shorts nervous and .stampeded them
later.

Provisions—There is nothing in to-day's
hog receipts to suggest 8 weak proyision
market; until there {s somé radical
change can see nothing but further gradu-
al improvement. '

This is due to the fact that supplies are
commencing to come forward more freely,
they being fully 400 head larger to-day
than a week ago, and this, coupled with
the'continued warm weather and weaker
advices from abroad, the tendency is for
a still lower level of values in the near
future, as grass-fed stock are now in
fairly good condition for the market. At
the above decline ,there was a good de-
mand from both local and outside buyers,
and a fairly active trade was done, but
there was not much enquiry from export-
ers, on account of the weak cable advices
from Liverpool on Saturday, which noted
a further decline in prices of 3%e¢ to 1lc per
pound as compared with last week,; cholce
Canadian steers being quoted at 12%c to
13c, and ranchers at 113c to 12%c per lb,
In this market choice export steers sold
at 6%4c to 6%ec; good at 6%e to 6c; choice
hutchers’ cattle brought 6c to 6%c; good,
5%c to B%c; falr, 43%c to P%c; common,

4Yc to 4%ec; inferiof, 8i4c to 4c, and can- |78

ners, 2%c to 3%c per lb. There is no fur-
ther change in the condition in the mar-
ket for sheep and lambs, prices having
ruled steady owing to smaller receipts
and a continued good demand for both
local econsumption and export gccount.

VANECOUVER, July 6.—(Special).—
Sam North, recently appointed overs
geer of provincial fisheries, assumed
his duties ‘yesterday. In' the initial
cruise in the government launch, Mr.
North received conmfirmation of results
that it was anticipated would follow
the refusal of the provincial govern-
ment to issue boat-puilers’' licenses to
aliens. The new regulations will tend
to exclude hun‘flreds of Japanese from
the privilege of participating in the
season’s fishing operations.

On a trip from Steyeston to New
Westminster, Mr. North called at var-
fous points, including the canneries,
and  issued a hundred -licenses. The
applicants were all white men with
the exception of three Japs, wha quall-
fled by producing naturalization pa-
pers. Not one Indian asked for a l-
cense.

The white men expressed themselves
pleased at the action of the provincial
government, predicting that the regu-
lations will restore them to their form-
er supremacy. on the Fraser, lost some
years ago, owing to the active com-
petition of Asiatics.
