the country. The House is entitled to an answer to that
question.

Hon. Alastair Gillespie (Minister of Energy, Mines and
Resources): Mr. Speaker, I do not accept the preamble at all.
The hon. House leader of the opposition is now trying to
present himself as an instant expert on the mining industry. If
he had followed the work that was done over the past year, he
would know that there have been consultations between my
department and the industry on a regular basis. He would
know that the international market for mining activity in
Canada was in a very depressed state. He would know that
capacity outside the country had increased very substantially.
He would know a lot of these things and would not have to ask
that kind of a question.

Mr. Baker (Grenville-Carleton): Mr. Speaker, if I should
have known these things, then the minister should have known
these things. Why has he not done something about it?

Mr. Gillespie: Mr. Speaker, I thought I made it quite clear
that we have been working with the industry. If the hon.
member has just become aware of the situation, he should
have known that it could happen in the mining industry at any
time. Anybody in the mining industry unfortunately has to live
with that spectre.
