ONE PORTLAND VIEW,

Portland, Maine, has been awaiting
the :result of the Dominion election
with an anxiety greater even than that
of Canada herself. In a recent article,
written on the eve of the decisive day,
The Portland Express declared that
whatever the verdict might be, the
mere fact of knowing what the future
had in store would be a relief.,

Portland, it says, does not approve
of the Moncton-Montreal section of the
Grand Trunk Pacific, and it is the gen~
eral opinion there that the Grand Trunk
itself does not look with very great
favor on that branch of the proposed
line.
