British Front in France and Belgium, 
Oct. 9.—(By the Associated Press)— 
The blow struck by British and French 
forces today against a wide section of 
the German defences between the Hois- 
tholst Forest and Broodseinde has re­
sulted in another great success. Over 
much of the front the attacking troops 
swept forward to a depth of 1,200 yards 
or more, over-running many important 
strongholds of the scattered enemy.

This afternoon the allies were digging 
in almost on the outskirts of the Hou- 
tholst Forest. The British were beyond 
Poelcapelle after sanguinary hand-to- 
hand fighting, and farther south they 
had gained the Passchendale Ridge, 
within less than 1,000 yards of Pass­
chendale, thereby wrenching away al­
most all that remained to the Germans 
of their famous Passchendale-Gheluvelt 
seam of fortifications.

Many Germans Surrender
The German losses have been great 

and reports from all along the line in­
dicate that their organization and mor­
ale were hindered.

It has been another wonderful per­
formance on the part of the Allies and 
the victory has been more remarkable 
because of the tremendous natural dif­
ficulties to the advance. The rain of the 
last two days had turned much of the 
battle ground into a morass, through 
which the
ish empire floundered knee-deep. How 
they made their way forward over such 
ground, much less fight over it, is amaz­
ing. The appearance of the mud cov­
ered allied troops, coming out of the 
marshes before the German lines ap­
parently unnerved the enemy. They 
surrendered in large numbers or ran 
away as fast as they could. /

The Germans attempted one counter­
attack of considerable size. This was 
astride Ypres-Roulers railway, and was 
smashed by the British artillery fire.

As in the battle of last Thursday, a 
large body of Germans was caught un­
awares and virtually wiped out. An 
entire German division—the 227th—was 
brought up during the night to relieve 
the division in the line between Poel- 
cappelle and the Houthlst Forest. They 
were transported in lorries from Roulers 
and arrived at advanced positions about 
three o’clock this morning. They were 
ignorant of the nature of the country, 
and when caught in the attack two 
hours later - they were bewildered and 
put up little resistance.

The attack was launched as dawn was 
breaking. The French army on the left 
flank of the British were facing probab­
ly the worst section along the line for 
the ground over which they had to ad­
vance was interlaced with little streams 
and the rain had lumen 
a bog.

Good Work of French
The French pushed forward rapidly, 

however, reducing numerous German 
pill boxes and redoubts, and had ac­
complished all they had set out to do 
by ten o’clock. They 
they were some 500 yards beyond Man- 
galaere and almost at the edge of the 
Houtholat Forest

Heavy casualties were inflicted on the 
Germans in preliminary bombardment 
and during the fighting. At an early, 
hour the French reported the capture of 
several hundred prisoners and also that 
their own losses were light.

The northern flank of the British at­
tack had to cross the Broenbeek river, 
and much mud and water was encoun­
tered. The troops, however, negotiated 
the crossing without much difficulty. 
The region was studded with concrete 
redobuts and the embankment of the 
Ypres-Staden railway furnished good 
cover, from which the Germans could 
work their machine guns to advantage. 
The ether redoubts gave little trouble, 
but several near the railway northwest 
of Poelcappelle, put up strenuous resist­
ance. There was heavy fighting at Koi- 
kut, north of Langemarck, where there 
was a nest of redoubts. For the most 
part the Germans in this region surren­
dered without making strong resistance.
Where Fighting Was Hottest

Some of the hottest work of the day 
occurred in the town of Poelcapelle. In 
last Thursday’s drive the British had

ern part of the town, where they took 
up a position in a big brewery.

This place was well fortified, and 
every window furnished an opening for 
a machine gun. The battle continued 
several hours, but early in the afternoon 
it was announced that the Germans had 
been forced to vacate the brewery and 
to withdraw still farther.

The farther line in the region of Poel­
capelle was held by Germans, and ex­
cept for the fight in the town itself, the 
British had comparatively little difficulty 
in breaking through.

The advance of the Passchendale 
Ridge involved the capture of many re­
doubt positions. A small party of Brit­
ish troops who joined in attack in this 
section had marched eleven hours 
through the deep mud and water before 
they reached their assembly line. Dur­
ing their journey they fell into shell 
holes full of water, and often had to 
pause to pull one another out of the 
boggy ground. Half an hour after their 
arrival, they went over the top and 

: fought gallantly.

There is evidence on all sides that the 
Germans sustained severe losses. The 
French losses were few, as on the oc­
casions of the last two attacks in co­
operation with the British, when their 
total losses of all kinds were far exceed­
ed by the number of unwounded prison­
ers captured from the Germans.
Bayonet and Bomb

London, Oct. 10—(Via Reuter’s Ot­
tawa Agency)—Reuter’s correspondent 
at British headquarters in France tele­
graphs under yesterday’s date:

“Our troops found the Huns holding 
the front much more heavily than In 
any previous battle of this series. This 
suggests a return to the earlier defen­
sive tactics, depending upon man power 
rather than concrete.

“The rifle fire was not so heavy as 
usual, doubtless because the weapons 
were largely mud-dogged. The bayonet 
and bombs were the printipal weapons 
in the dose fighting.

“The returning wounded are blacked 
and caked to the eye-brows with wet 
and muck, but are neverthdess wonder­
fully cheerful.

“Early reports, though necessarily 
scrappy and brief, are of the most satis­
factory nature.

“The advance, though slow, owing to 
the badness of the ground and the very 
poor light, seems to have been general. 
Here and there at points strong resist­
ance was encountered. Daisy Wood was 
found full of machine gunners. These 
were deal with by tactics believed quite 
successful. There was stiff fighting near 
Rentel, but it has apparently gone In our 
favor. There was a hot struggle In and 
about Podderhoik Chateau, which was 
strongly defended by machine guns un­
der apd in it, but it is believed the situ­
ation has been deared up.

“Prisoners are coming in freely, and 
hundreds have already been caged.

“Our flying men are doing splendidly, 
chasing the enemy airplanes whenever 
seen. At seven o’clock this morning one 
of our formations over the German line 
was holding against six machines at a 
height of 10,000 feet.

“At the moment of closing this de­
spatch, I hear the Germans are attacking 
heavily astride the Ypres-Roulers rail­
way, but our people seem quite content 
with the situation here. The German 
retaliatory barrage was ragged and not 
very strong. As a whole, although cer­
tain groups of guns are shooting fiercely 
at local spots, it is already pretty dear 
that this will be another victory for our 
arms and those of our allies, who, it is 
understood ,are progressing magnificently 
and sending back hundreds of prison­
ers.”

French Statement

Paris, Oct. 10.—The official French 
statement follows:

“In Belgium we made further progress 
east of Draeibank, occupying Papegoet 
Farm and taking forty prisoners. On 
our new front the enemy undertook 
only patrol operations. North of the 
Aisne the German artillery was par­
ticularly active in the region of Laf- 
faux. We made a spirited attack north­
west of Colombe Farm.

Berlin, Oct. 10, via IxmdSh—The Ger­
man battle lines on the Flanders front 
from Poelcapelle to the south of Ghc- 
luvelt are held firmly iby their defend­
ers, says today’s army headquarters re­
port. It is declared that repeated hos­
tile attacks upon the front of approxi­
mately eight miles all broke down with 
the heaviest losses. Seven British div­
isions were engaged in yesterday’s bat­
tle in Flanders in addition to the Fernch 
troops which attacked.
