again duplicated this feat when the Mil-|
waukee boxer scrambled to his feet af-|
ter reposing nine seconds on the ring
floor. The fourth knock-down came from
a left to the jaw and the bell sounded ;
just as the referec reached a count of
seven.

From then until the ninth session

Graves was in a bad way frequently,|
and the bell came 1o his rescue on more|
than one occasion. The English boxer|
left his corner with a rush in the ninth
round, and hardly more than forty sec-
onds had elapsed before Graves was on
the floor in the middle of the ring,
writhing in agony from a left to the
stomach, but irying to regain his feet.
Referee Hauckop, however, judged wisely
that the formality of a count could be|
dispensed with. !
