Sir Edward Dawson Here on Mission; Arrived
Today After Tour of Islands; Tariff and Other

Matters

\ On a mission for the promotion of
\ closer and better commercial relations
‘between Canada and the West Indies,
Sir Edward Dawsen, president of the
Associated Chambers of Commerce of
the British West Indies, arrived in St.
John on the steamer Chaudiere this
morning. - He will leave this evening for
Montreal to consult with the officers of

| the Canada-West India league, . who
have been made honorary. members of
the organization of which he is head.

Speaking of the object of his trip, Sir
Edward said that he had just completed
a tour of ‘the "West India. islands, visit-
ing the various chambers of .commerc®
in preparation for the triennial meeting
which will be held in Barbados next
spring and that be hed continued to
Canada to see the honordry members in
this country. S,

Owing to the change in coaditions fol-
lowing the war, the next meeting will
be an one as the members
will consider several matters which will
have considerable bearing on the fature
of the islands amd. their relations with
other parts of the empire.

Among the most important matters to
be considered is that of tariff adjust-
ments. Since Great Britain has extend-
ed a tarif preference to the West In-
dies it is expected that a ar-
rangement will be made for British
goods entering the island .colonies. A

mutual preferential tariff was arrt}nse_d
between Canada and the West Indies in
1913 and this has had the effect of stim-
alating trade to a great extent snd they
now are looking for an increase in this
preference. Owing to the fact that war
conditions have
inception of this arrangement, it has
been impossible to judge accurately of
the effect of the tariff under normal con-
ditions, but sentiment in the West Indies
favors a still greater reduction in §he
tariffs between the two countries with
the expectation. that the next few years
would indicate clearly
an arrangement.

Tl_ne unanimous demand for action along
this line, under the provincial act, was
made at a recent meeting of citizé%e and
at the meeting of the school board last
evening the trustees announced that they
were ready to go ahead on a request
from the city council.

For
general school purposes, the schd%l trus-
tees fix the assessment and spend the
money, .and the council’s whole interest
in the matter is -to provide the money.
The commissioners have not viewed this
favorably and it is possible that they will
ask for a new deal before providing mon-
ey for vocational training.

Dr. W. A. Ferguson, of the Children’s
Aid Society, were appointed trustees of
the children’s pension allowance, which
totals $38 per month.

HEAD OF MANUFACTURERS
ASSOCIATION SPEAKS ON
LABOR AND THE TARIFf

(Continued from page 1)
reasonable people, and that their views
can be met without undue hardship to
industry. They realize that in every in-
dustrial company there is a limit to the
amount which can be set aside to pay
‘wages, and also that a certain number
of hours of labor must be expended on
production in order to keep the company
operating in competition with other Can-
adian and foreign firms.

“While the general result of our nego-
tiations with employes has been satis-
fac?ory, in one particular we have failed
entirely, and that is in dealing with the
extreme element which has made its ap-

d | pearance for the first time in Canadian

history. These extremists are impreg-
nated wtih the ideas which brought
about the Russian: catastrophe. Briefly,
they .consider that enly certain manual
laborers have any rights either to con-
trol property or to have any share in
the government. They believe that all
other classes should be abolished, or
brought under the control of their com-
mittees. They do not believe in private
property, or bank interest or capital. All
these things should be abolished.

“If this country is to retain confidence _

|in organized labor, the trades :and labor

unions will have {g denounce any of
their members who hold and preach
seditious doctrines -that are repugnant
to the commen sense of the Canadian
people. Private property is not going to
be eliminated. Revolutionaries cannot
convince a million farmers in .Canada
that they should hand their farms over
to anybody. They cannot persuade some
hundreds of thousands of Canadians who
own ‘small shops that they should relin-
quish possession. They cannot convince
other hundreds of thousands whé have
accounts in the banks that their savings
should be put into a common purse. They
cannot convince some millions in Can-
ada, many of them wage earners, who
own or are paying for their houses, that
these houses should be given to Soviets,
as they were in Russia, for the purpose
of, billeting the chosen friends of the
Soviets. The new rulers of Russia hoped
to introduce an industrial millenium, but
they caused.industrial chaos.”

Discussing the grievances of wage
earners, who are not destructive revolu-
tionaries, Mr. Bulman said:

“We must think as a nation on all
these big subjects and not as a class, be-
cause only those demands which satisfy
the nation as being best for the nation
will be granted by the nation. The na-
tion will ultimately determine the merits
of the cases presented. There will be
one test applied, and' that is the ques-
tion: What is the best solution for the
country as a whole? I think the council

i should have, as short hours and as high

Referring to the tariff question, Mr.

“This association believes that we need
a tariff revision in Canada. The tariff
has not been revised since 1907, and
! there never has been a scientific and

i country. The eonditions of industry
! should be thoroughly investigated by a
competent body, say, a tariff commissio;,_
acting in an advisory capecity to par
{ liament, and this commission should con-
| sist of properly qualified men. If seven
men were appointed, for example, we
| think that they should be men who have
' made a thorough study, or are capable
'of making a thorough study of tariffs
i generally, and of Canadian tariffs par-
! ticularly. We believe that the under-
| Iying principle which should govern the
| theory and practice of this commission,
or similar body, should be to determine
what tariff is best suited to the country.
