Tilley’s Birth Vulnerable te Machine Gun and 
Rifle Fire at Points; Training is 
Poor

With the British Armies in France, 
May 8—Further details are now available 
from various sources regarding the new 
German tanks, several of which made 
such a poor showing at Villers-Breton- 
neux on April 24. The machine weighs 
forty-five tons and is so unwieldy it is 
unable to negotiate broad trenches and 
cannot move over ground torn heavily 
by shells. The tank is pointed at both 
ends. It is approximately twenty-tV ee 
feet long, nine and one-half feet w.de 
and eleven feet high. The armor is of a 
poor quality of steel and varies in thick­
ness up to thirty milimetres. A direct 
artillery hit will put one out of action 
and they are also vulnerable to machine 
gun and rifle fire at various points. The 
armament consists of a 2.2-inch gun for­
ward which fires high explosives and 
cases hold six heavy machine guns, two 
on each side and two in the rear. It is 
equipped with two 100-horsepower four- 
cylinder poppet valve engines with an 
electric starter and one man cmi control 
and drive it easily. *
