Are. Taking a Hand In The
' Operations

Mule up of Prisoners — Russian
: General Forced to Fall Back
" Before Superior Ferces

London, June 17—“German officers for
the first time are now taking a hand in
Siberian: politics,” a Pekin despatch to
the Times reports, “and the fact that
they have begun operations must not
be overlooked.

“Owing to the concentration against

him, Col. Semenoff has fallen back o6n

Borsa Station, 120 miles from Karimska

Junction. His opponents, who now hold

the Onon, consist of 2,300 German and

Austrian prisoners and 700 sailors, with
pine pieces of heavy artillery, three bat-
teries of flield and mountain guns and
four machine guns. Another force of
prisoners, possibly 8,000 strong, is re-
ported at Chita (the capital of Trans-
barkala), while ten squadrons of cavalry
are threatening the railway from Alexan-
drosky. The opposition to Semenoff is
now directed by. the prisoners’ officers
and the Red Guards are playing only
an insignificant part. .

Call From Western Siberia

“Practically all the prisoners come
from Western Siberia. 'T'he retirement
of Semenoff, who was recently within
a stone’s throw of Karimska Junction
and Chita, deprives him of the support
of ghe Cossack communities in that reg-
i besides leaving these communities
0 to reprisals by the Bolshevists. The
retirément is unfortunate, for it imperils

the success of a healthy movement for

the restoration of order and security.

“There were numerous signs all over

Siberia of deep disgust with the Bolshe-
vists and their methods, and to secure
their repression there is needed only a
nucleus around which the moderates can
rally. It seemed that Semenoff might
constitute a centre, and high hopes of his
success were entértained by patriotic
Russians.”

Cabling from Tokio, June 1, to the
Daily Mail, Bernard Falke reports: “Al-
though the signs don’t seem to point to

intervention in Siberia, events may bring

intervention about. The developments in
the Harbin zone may possibly force
Japan to act. 4

Viscount Kato’s Views

“It is /important to an intelligent uu-
derstan of the complicated Japan-
ese political thought to hear the views
of Viscount Kato, the leader of the op-
positon, the’ Kensikai party, with whom
I spent this morning. Kato formerly
was ambassador to London, and was
foreign minister when war was declared.
Answering my question, he complained
initially of the obscurity of the history
of the Siberian intervention question.

“‘No one outside of the government
knew whether there had been any proposal
at all or, if so, by whom,’ he said. ‘For
my own part, I do not favor intervention.
If actual danger threatened Japan, I
would go there whether the allies agreed
or not; our interests would impel us.
But until that time arrives, if ever, we
cannot rightly move.’”

“But does . not Japan consider the
ought to do more than the allies?”
\ “We have already played our part
nobly. Preparations of peace in the Far
East is the object of the Anglo-Japan-
ese alliance.”

«‘Can any of the allies justify the pol-
iey of limited liability ¥’

“ ¢ think we can. We had no cause for
a quarrel with Germany, and entgréd
the war only because of our alliance,
which had a limited scope of activity.
Otherwise we should have remained neu-
tral unless our interests were imperilled.
1 was foreign minister when the war
broke out, and my reason for joining in
the, war was the treaty with Great
Briftain. Nevertheless, if the Germans
‘camme to Eastern Siberia or Manchuria,
the public . would immediately demand
counter-measures. Whatever
Japan takes must have the support of

the public behind them, which support|

would not be forthcoming for a proposal
not connected witlp the defence of vital
Japanese interests. Japan’s policy would
be to continue alliance and cultivate the
triendship of the United States as far as
possible.” ”

WOMEN FOUND EFFICIENT
FOR DUTIES IN BANKS

Northwestern -National Gives Results of
Wide Investigation — Claim Women
Have Superior Educatien

The Northwestern National Bank of

regarding the employment of women in
banks, and finds that reports from sixty-
five city institutions indicate that women
are generally working on the same sal-
ary basis as men, although there are a
few exceptions.

'The usual method of hiring men is to

boys, and start them on a difficult up-
ward path in the direction of the cashier-
ship. The new class of women employed
are placed at once on routine work of a
better class, and at a higher wage. The

Northwestern Bank, in its monthly re-
view, says there is no reason why .the
women should not also be made to plod
their' way “cashierward.” The bank
says:

“At the present early period of the
feminine incursion women are' fqund to-
be successful at remittance statement
and machine work (the operation of add-
ing machines, addressographs, statement
machines and typewriters) and book-
keeping. With' a woman’s greater tact
she should be especially successful in
meeting the public—window work of
various kinds—though this involves a
much more thorough banking experience
than most of them now possess. The

greater respect for the appearance of the
typed page, and a better training in

English. With a greater variety of op-’

portunities now opening it will be inter-
esting to observe whether this class of

employe «will care to strive for positions

carrying o greater responsibility.

i “Bank work in some departments re-
quires considerable physical and nervous
endurance, and subjected to this strain
men' are naturally superior. They have
been found to be able to work more ef-
ficlently and faster under pressure and
for this reason more women than men
are required in these departments in the
larger banks. The proportion is about
three to two, though some banks place it
at five to four, and others four to three.
In positions that do mot present these
tense intermittent demands, the work of
. women is generally equal to that of men
in quantity and quclity, and is some-
ltimes better.

‘ “On the whole, the employment of
| women in banks has been successful.
i Women dpplicants for positions usually
have the advantage of men in education.
The twenty largest banks in Minne-
| apolis, St. Paul and Duluth employ 1,618
| clerks. Fourteen of these banks report
',that the general educational qualifica-
!tions of women applicants for positions
are higher than those of men applicants,
; four report that they are about the same
;or'no higher; two do not answer on this
point. Local bankers maw be interested
in knowing that sixty-five banks in the
three cities mentioned are at present em-
ploying 1,919 clerks. Five hundred and
\ ninety-three of these are women.

VAST INCREASE IN TONNAGE.

(Bangor Commercial.)

Not all the money that is being ex-
pended for war purposes is an expendi-
The money
that is now being poured out for new
shipping has already re-established the
United States merchant marine, for in
merchant tonnage this country, ‘so low
in the scale when the war started is now
first.

Acocrding to figures given out at
Washington, the merchant fleet of the
United States, not counting craft used
by the army and navy for transport and
supply, included, on January 1, 26,742
ships with a gross tonnage of 9,843,224.

Since then 629 vessels of 687,955 gross |

tons have been added, bringing up the
tonnage to a little over 10,000,000. Great
Britain had at the beginning of the war
10,000,000 tons of merchant shipping, but
50 per cent. was taken by the army and

navy, and the 9,500,000 left has dwindled
since the beginning of 1917 to about 5,-
750,000 tons, or but 57% per cent of our
fleet.

Of course it is most probable thst at
the conclusion of the war Great Britain
will again lead in merchant marine ton-
nage, but the impetus has now been
given that will make the United States
a great shipping power for all time to
come.

And So Say All of Us.
