New York, Jan. 28—Displayed in the
window of a Broadway pawn broker’s
shop is a handeome fourteen karat gold
plate which bears an invitation from the
California Commandery No. 1, Knights
Templar, to the late President McKin-
ley to an assembly held in San Franecisco
on the night of May 17, 1801. The invita-
tion is signed by the recorder and secre-
tary of the commandery.

In one corner appears a handsome blue
white diamond of at least a karat in
weight. The gold tablet is enclosed in a
bex which bears the sign of the order.

Among Ney York friends of the late
president considerable surprise has been
expressed that the plate should have fallen
into such  hands, especially as there has,
been no Antimation that any member of
his family was in want.
