Servia—Area, 18,650 square miles; popu­

ports, $19,000,000.

Greece—Area, 26,964 square miles; popu­
lation 2,632,000; imports, $26,500,000; ex­
ports, $19,600,000.

Turkey—Area, 1,153,500 equare miles; 
population, 24,887,000; imports, $135,000,- 
000; exports over $79,000,000.

Thus the population of Turkey is more 
than twice that of the four countries com­
bined against her.

A financial journal makes another com­
parison that is of interest. The debt of 
Bulgaria is $25 per head; Greece, $60 per 
head; Servia, $33 per head; and Turkey 
$23 per head. It is claimed that Turkey is 
financially in a better position than her 
enemies.
