A player who is doing great work for
an amateur team may seem to be a better
man than is some fellow wko is playing on
a league club, but the fact of the case
is that while the amateur may be making

is playing than is the paid player, he
would utterly fail to come up to require-
ments if placed in the position of that
player.

' There may not seem to be much differ-
