Conference at

Ottawa Next Week

A press letter issued by the Cana-
dian Manufacturers’ Association says:
“There has been a very gratifying
response to the invitation sent out by

the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion to various government depart-

ments, universities and colleges, manu- |

facturing companies and other organi-
zations, to send representatives to at-
tend a conference at Ottawa next week
for the discussion of scientific and in-
dustrial research.

The conference will take place at the
Chateau Laurier on Tuesday, Wednes-
day and Thursday, February 20, 21 and
22. There will be five sessions. The
first will be in charge of the Honorary
Advisory Cotincil for Scientific and In-
dustrial Research, who will arrange the
programme. The second will be look-
ed after by the Dominion Government
Departments, which are interested in

| the subject of research, viz., the Depart-

ments of the Interior, Marine and Fish-
eries, and Agriculture, together with
the Natural Resources Branch of the
Department of the Interior. The rep-
resentatives of universities and colleges
will 'be in charge of the third session,
and the fourth session will be taken up
by a discussion of the practical work
of a number of Canadian manufactur-
ing companies which have established
research departments in their indus-
tries. A fifth session will be devoted to
a general discussion.

There will be an excellent represen-
tation from the universities. The fol-
lowing have already indicated definite-
ly that members of their staffs will par-
ticipate, and it is quite likely that
others will send representatives:—The
University of Saskatchewan, the Uni-
versity of Ottawa, the University of
Toronto, Queen’s University, the Uni-
versity of Montreal, McGill' University,
Dalhousie University, and the Ontario
Agrictltural College. :
