Threat of War Comes 
From Westphalia Today

Dublin, March 15.—A proclamation 
by the “Government of the Republic 
of Ireland" has been issued, decreeing 
an indefinite period of national mourn­
ing, during which sports and amuse­
ments are to be suspended and 
theatres and moving picture houses 
closed, and, in particular, horse racing, 
hunting, coursing and all outdoor 
sports discontinued.

This action is taken, it is declared, 
“in view of the present national trag­
edy caused by Great Britain’s threat of 
war, the daily violation of the usages 
of war by the torture, ill-treatment 
and the execution of Republican pris­
oners and in consideration for the be­
reaved families and relatives."

Her indictment fol­
lowed when the graild jury was Con­
vinced from the nature of the man's 
wounds that he did not commit suicide.

The trial of Mrs. Wells has several 
features of interest, coming as it does, 
immediately after, the conviction of 
Mrs. Lillian Raizen and Mrs Paulette 
Saludes.
