to Ibwiri, build a fort, send
the party back to Kilinga Longa for a
boat, store ll{) every load in the fort, not
conveyable, leave a garrison in the fort
to hold it, march back to Albert lake and
send a boat in search of Emin Pasha.
TLis was the plan which, after lengthy
discussions with the officers, T resolved
upon. On the 15th we began a night
march, and by 10 a. m. on the 16th we
had gained the crest of the plateau once
more, the Kakongo natives having per-
sisted in following us to the slope of the
plateau. We had one man killed and
one wounded.
On Jan. 7we were in Ibwiri once
again. After a few days’ rest, Lieut
Stairs, with 100 men, was sent to Kilinga
Longa to bring the boat and goods. I
also sent surg. Parke and Capt Nelson.
Out of the 38 sick men in their charge
only 11 men were brought to the fort.
The rest had died or deserted. On the
return of Stairs with the boat and goods
he was sent to Ugarrowwa. He wasto
bring up the convalescent. Soon after
his departure I was attacked by gastritis
and an abscess on the arm. After a
month’s careful nursing by Parke I re-
covered, and set out again for the Albert
Nyanza on April 2, accompanied by
Jephson and Parke. Nelson was
appointed commandant of Fort Bobo in
our absence, with a garrison of 43 men
and boys. On April 26 we arrived  in
Moazamboni’s country again. This time
after solicitation, Moazambon decided
to make blood brotherhood with me. His
example was followed by all the other
chiefs as far ag the Nyanza. Every
difficulty seemed now to be removed.
Food was supplied gratis. Cattle, goats,
sheep and fowls were also given in
abundance, so that our people lived
royally. When one day’s march from
the Nyanza natives came from Kavali
and said that

had given their chief a black package to
give me, hisson. Would I follow them?
they asked. ‘ Yes, tomorrow, ” T an-
swered, “and if your words are true I
will make you rich.’ They remained
with us that night telling us wonderful
stories about big ships as large as Islands
filled with men, etc., which left nodoubt
in our mind that the white man was
Emin Pasha.

The next day’s march brought us to
Chief Kavali. After awhile be handed
me anote from Emin Pasha, covered
with a strip of black American o1l cloth.
The note was to the effect that, as there
had been a native rumor that a white
man had been seen at the south end of
the lake, he had gone in a steamer to
make inquiries, but had been unable to
obtain reliable information. He begged
me to remain where I was until he could
communicate with me. The next day,
April 23, Mr. Jephson was despatched
with a large force to take the boat to the
Nyanza, On the 26th the boat’s crew
sighted Mawa station, the southernmost
belonging to Emin Pasha. Mr. Jephson
was  there  hospitably received
by the Egyptian garrison.
On April 29 we once again reached the
bivonac ground occupied by us on Dec. 16
and at 5 P. M. of that day I saw the
Khedive stedamer *about 7 miles away
steamed up towards us. At 7 p. m. Emin
Pasha, Sig. Casati and Mr. Jephson arriv-
ed at our camp, where they were hearti-
ly welcomed by all of us. Next day we
moved to a better camping place, about

An Attempt to Wreck the Pennsylvania
Limited Vestibule Train near
Loeuisville, Ohio.

MaxsFiELD, Obio, April 4.—A fiendish
but unsuccessful attempt was made to
kjwreck the Pennsylvania limited vesti-
bule train at Louisville, Ohio, early yes-
terday morning. Eight pieces of iron
were placed in the switch. An east bound
passenger train which had orders to meet
the limited at Louisville, passed over in
safety but such a jar was felt that it was
reported to a telegraph operator who
went at once to the switch. He flagged
the limited which usually comes through
the town at the rate of forty miles an
hour. The irons were placed with the
east ends higher than the other so as to
allow east bound trains to pass in safety,
but to derail trains going in an opposite
direction.* About sixty feet from the
switch is a creek, into which the whole
train wounild have been thrown had it not
been for the fortunate discovery.

Struggle and Suffering of the Expedie
tion. How the Explorer Found Emin
Pasha Situnted.

Loxpox, April 2,—Henry M. Stanley’s
letter describes the journey between
Yambunga and Albert Nyanza. It goes
much into detail, and is very interesting.
Mr. Stanley, after stating the orders
given by him to Maj. Barttelot, goes on
to describe the advance of the column.
The expedition, which consisted of 289
officers and men, started from Yambunga
on June 28, 1887. On the first day the
expedition marched 12 miles along the
river bank to Yankarde. On the approach
of the column the natives set fire to their
villages, and under cover of the smoke
attacked the pioneers.

ANOTHER FINE FEATURE OF LiFE

: Great Damage Done to Growing Crops
—Fire Adds Xts Terrors to the
Storm.

Sr. Pavi, Minp., April 3—“A sand
blizzard,” says a Gary, Dak., special,
“began about 1 o’clock and has continued
all the afternoon. The air is filled with
sand and the mercury fell sixteen degrees
in two hours. The crops are already
sown and thougkt to be much injured.”

An Aberfdeen correspondent telegraphs:
“ A hurricane started this afiernoon and
continued all the evenin% Roofs were
blawn off the Park Place Hotel and other
buildings. So far as reported no one was
hurt.”

The storm in several places has been
accompanied by the terror of fire. Yank-
ton, Dak., reports that the Volin station
on the Northwestern road 10 miles east
of there burned to-night. The buildings
destroyed were the station agent’s
residence, the depot, two dwelling houses
and a large flouring mill. A thousand
tons of hay were burned and all the
barns in the place. The fire invaded a
large cattle corral and 40 or 50 cattle were
badly burned, the rest breaking through
and escaping. The loss is over $10,000.
The destruction was caused by a_prairie
fire, which at last accounts was still burn-
ing.

and in an hour the business portion of
the place was one great raging fire.

Nearly 200 families are homeless. The

loss will foot up $200,000. It is reported
that several lives are lost.

Four large elevators of the Milwaukee

depot were destroyed.

Hurox, Dak., April 4—No prairie-fire

in the history of this part of Dakota
equals that one of Taesday. In this
county the losses are much less than in
counties west. A half-a-dozen houses
were burned and many settlers lost their
barns and some stock, wiih a large quan-
tity of hay and grain. The wind was

60 miles an hour and sent the

burning embers over the ground and

BRIGHT'S FUNERAL ORATION.
A Graphie Pen Picture of 8 Memorable
Seene.

A member of Parliament cables to the
New York Herald the following interest-
ing account of the funeral orations on
John Bright.

Mr. W. H. Smith rose to address the
House, every head being instantly un-
covered. At the outset the Conservative
leader made an unfortunate slip in re-
ferring to the death of the member for
West Birmingham, who happens to be
Mr. Chamberlain, and who was at the
moment favoring Mr. Smith with a
strong British stare through the medium
of an eyeglass.
