Japanese Forces Havev_l‘.a.nded on Opposite Si‘des of Liao Tung
Peninsula, One at Pitsewo and Another at Port
Adams--Russians Shelled by Gunboats.
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St. Petersburg, May 5.—With Vice-
Admiral Togo hovering in the immedi-
ate vicinity of Port Arthur and trans-
ports loaded with troops lying at Pit-
sewo, northeast of that strongheld, Rus-
sia has braced herself for impending
conflicts with the foe, when she will

again play a defensive role, this time, £
it is boped, with hetter suceime a8l

therefore, with less sacrifice of life than
the engagements on the Yalu. .

The war committee sat until 2 o’clock
this morning, and at the close of the
session it was announced that there
was nothing to communicate to the pub-
lic.

It is known, however, that fhe Em-
veror has been informed of the présence
of the Japanese fleet off the Liaoshan
promontory and the appearanee of trans-
vorts at Pitsewo.

London, May 6.—A dispatch to the Central News from St Petersburg to-day says the Japanese landed at
Port Adams, on the west coast of the Liao Tung peninsula, as well as at Pitsewo.

Port Adams is situated about 50 miles from Port Arthur, at the head of Society bay, and on the railroad con-
necting Port Arthur with Mukder and Harbin. Consequently it may be inferred that if the report of a Japanese
landing there is correct, communication with Port Arthur has been cut off.

Pitsewo, on the east coast, where the Japanese have landed, is less than 20 miles from Port Adams.

" Paris, May 6.—An gatlioritative state-
ment was given . the Associated Press
from a high government source .of the
circumstances in connection with the
Russian loan as follows:

“The situation has been mueh changed
since your interview with M. Nieczislas
de Routkowsky, the Russian financial
agent, in London, on April 23rd. - The
conditions to-day omn which the loan is
based are as follows:

“The cost of the war for the first five
months up to June 1st, including $22.-
500,000 for railroad equipment, is $125.-
000,000. Afier June 1st .the .monthly
cost of the war will be.$3,500,000 -for
the navy and $15.000,000 for the army
at the front, making the total of war

| expenses about $254,500,000, for ‘the
| wear closing January 1st next. The

first part of the war was more expensive
than the latter, owing to the cost of
mobilization and the gemeral ‘expenses
incidental to setting the machineéry - of
warfare in motion.

“Against these extraordinary expenses
we may have certain economies, namely,
$30,000,000 on the ordinary budget, $27.
500,000 on the extraordinary budget and
$9,500,000 on previous budgets, making
the total economies $67,000,000.

%When ‘the war began, the Rnussian
government had between $150,000,000
and $200,000,000 to its credit ip the bank
of ‘Russia m{d‘ the foreign: bankers. Ac-
cording . to the monetary law of 1897,
which made-gold the standard for Rus-
sia. there was & stock of gold amounting
to '$475,000,000, and a  mote  issue of
$350,000,000, 'Therefore - Russia could
still have placed in circulation $200,000,-
000 to $250,000,000 in notes without im-
pairing - in the least the gold law of
1897. However; by so doing the mone-
tary situation after the war ‘might have
been less satisfactory tham at . present.
Accordingly; for the purpose of protect-
ing:the interngl monetary situation the
Russian government has lent a favorable
ear to: proposals made by French bank-
ers, and has opened. negotiations at St.
Petersburg with Joseph Hoettinguer, of
the house of Hoettinguer & Co., and
with M. Noetzlin, one of the ‘directors of
the Banque de Paris et des Pays Bas.
They have made two visits to St. Peters-
burg; and are leaving there to-morrow
for Paris.

These
are going to be offered to customers of
the big French financial houses at mear
to par.

The expenditure for the same
period  was, $35,802,813, an increase of
$877,000, . showing a betterment in the
fimances of over $3,500,000. The outlook
is that the surplus at the end of the fiscal
year on ordinary revenue will be in the
vicinity of $20,000,000, and that there
will be a big reductionr in the publie
debt.
