which cannot carry on a discussion and 
get the worst of it in fair argument with­
out resort to such language cannot hope 
to be respected in this community. The 
World seems to underestimate the taste 
and intelligence of the community from 
which it expects support, and it will find 
few in Miramichi to justify it in losing its 
temper and resorting to bad language as 
it has done over the matters we have re­
ferred to. Nothing, we believe, to a 
greater extent than bad language in pub­
lic prints, tends to deprive the minds of the 
young, and for that reason it will, here­
after, be necessary to consider the World 
a journal especially and only intended for 
those who can read strong and unbecom­
ing language without being contaminated.

about the desired end. In any case the 
Valley Company were anxious to promote 
the object of the meeting.

Councillor John P. Bnrcliill, of Nelson 
was now called upon and, in a vigorous 
speech, affirmed that the duty of the 
people of the County was to insist on 
justice being done to them by the Pro­
vincial Government ami Legislature in 
this railway matter. He was glad to 
hear from Mr. Park that members of the 
Valley Company v ere pushing the road’s 
claims, and hoped they would be success­
ful. For his own part lie would be 
willing to do anything in his power to 
further the object of the meeting.

Mr. Wat hen responded to a call of the 
meetinr, and after talking for some time 
in reference to the duties of the Coun­
cillors of the parish to.vards the 
meeting and expressing himself as oppos­
ed to the lumber businesp, as at present 
conducted, he praised the enterprise of 
the United States in railway matters from 
knowledge thereof which lie said he had 
gathered from an encyclopedia. He 
thought the Miramichi was waning in 
prosperity, and it needed the Valley 
Railway, to develope its industries and 
resourc s, its agricultural, mining and 
manufacturing capabilities.

Chicago, III., Feb. 28 —At the Central 
Music Hall this evening, memorial services 
for the late President Garfield were held.

Emery A. Storrs delivered the memori­
al oration and at the conclusion the chair­
man read a letter from Mrs. Garfield 
saying : “ Pi ay receive my thanks for
the kindness of your invitation, although 
my heait-breakir.g sorrow forbids its 
acceptance*”

Councillor Schofield of Blackvillc second­
ed the resolution, acd referred to the 
meetiug held in his parish for the pm pose 
of promoting the Valley Railway scheme 
and the resolutions passed thereat, as 
already published in the several papers of 
the County. Ho expressed the hope that 
the people of the other Northern Counties 
and also of York, through their represen­
tatives in the local Legislature, would 
msko the latter body sensible of the im­
portance of the projected road. He cou 
demned the attitude of the St. John Sun 
towards this and other railway schemes, 
аз an attempt to discourage the promoters 
of the Valley Railway by putting it on a 
footing with some 330 miles of projected 
roads alleged to be claiming provincial 
aid. He referred to the natural advan­
tages of the Miramichi Valley and its 
varied resources, which were handicapped 
because they needed such facilities for 
their development as a railway alone could 
give. He referred to proposed settlers 
from Quebec Province, who declined to 
come to the Miramichi Valley on account 
of there being no railway facilities there. 
He urged that should our present repre­
sentatives in the Legislature fail to do 
their utmost to secure a subsidy fur the 
proposed railway, the matter be made a 
question at the polls at the next election. 
If the Legislative Council were abolished, 
its annual cost would pay interest and 
establish a sinking fund which would pay 
for the building of the road in twenty-five

Rev. Mr. Hiltz, Rector of Derby, said 
the time had come when the Miramichi 
Valley Railway must be built. Other 
parts of the Province, North, South, East 
and West had been given subsidies for 
building railways, and Northumberland 
should hive hers likewise. The inhabit­
ants of tbe Uouuty had only to press their 
claims to have them listened to. The 
great roads of a country are the best index 
of its civilization. The railways of the 
present take the place of the great roads 
of half a century ago. The progress of 
the country depends upon the building of 
this road, as the progress of any country 
depends upon its great highways. We 
musfb&ve this railway and our legislators 
can find the means. Only the projects 
that are not favorites at headquarters arc- 
laid by for the want of it. Money can 
always be found to forward pet schemes. 
If our legislators are not suffiebntly'skill- 
ed in finance to devise a plan for obtain­
ing a few thousand dollars to build the 
Miramichi Valley Railway, they do not 
deserve our confidence. Çor his own part 
he had toq high aq opinion of their finan­
cial skill to suppose that they could not.

Mr. Wm. Cushman addressed the meet­
ing at considerable length, showing that 
the time had come when the people inter­
ested had made up their minds that they 
must have the road to develop the 
country aud enable them to keep pace 
with the times. Referring to the different 
Railways subsidized by the local Govern­
ment, he olaimed that Northumberland 
had been discriminated against and it was 
because, perhaps, her representatives and 
people had not pushed their claims as 
vigorously as they ought to have done. 
The contributions of the County to the 
revenue of the Province justified the ex­
pectation that Northumberland would be 
more fairly dealt with hereafter than she 
had been in the past. Ho compared the 
cost of transporting lumber supplies by 
railway and by teams over the ordinary 
highways and portage roads from the 
towns and other centres and showed that 
while the railways would carry a ton a 
certain distance for 60 cents, tbe cost of
