Give an inspec­
tor, or as they are more properly called, 
a marshall, authority to enter into any 
and all places without any other authority 
than the display of his badge of office. 
Let the presence of an intoxicated person in 
any house or place bo prima facie evidence 
that they have been getting intoxicants 
there. Give him the power of immediately 
imprisoning such persons, and you will have 

~a law that will be far preferable to any 
Scott Act or other burlesque of prohibition.

It has a pro­
hibitory law under which every man can 
get all tile liquor he may want, if he ' can 
pay for it,and here I would state that Neal 
Dow, the father of the Maine law, in a 
public speech some time ago, referring to 
the Maine law, said ‘*My life’s greatest 
energies were derôted to the institution of 
this law and now, in my old age, taking a 
retrospective view of my work in this 
cause, I am led to doubt very seriously 
whether the law has ever been of any 
benefit to my State.”

cd.An Ottawa despatch says the fisheries de­
partment has received from Superintendent 
Ogdeu reports of the success of the Pictou 
lobster hatchery for the present seasou. The 
hatchery has produced this season 65,000,000 
young lobsters, which have been distributed 
along the Northumberland straits. It is 
doubtful if any of the experiments made in 
Newfoundland by the Norwegian expert 
have been more successful.

The Department lias issued bulletin No. 2 
on the use of the iloating incubators for 
hatching the ova of the lobster. It is ad­
mitted by everyone connected with the 
Canadian lobster industry that the general 
destruction of female lobsters carrying ova 
has been one of the most important factors 
in the depletion of the fishery. Various 
observations are agreed that an average sized 
adult female lobster carries between 20.0C0 
and 25,000 ova. If these are collected and 
hatched out artificially the fishery will soon 
improve. Artificial hatching has been 
successfully carried out by Mr. Neilson, the 
superintendent of fisheries for Newfouml- 
and, and the model of incubator adopted in 
Canada is in outline similar to the Neilson 
one, but modified by the addition of an inner 
trough, an improvement designed by Mr. 
Wilmot, the superintendent of fish culture 
for the Dominion. Some valuable hints are 
given in the bulletin.

O heTThe bride MOUNT ETNA IN ERUPTION.
Rome, July 14.—The eruption ot Mount 

Etna is rapidly increasing in violence. Im­
mense streams of lava are pouring down the 
northern side, and it appears certain that 
several villages and a number of dwellings 
in the path of the lava seems destined to be 
destroyed. All the craters are active. One 
і4 ejecting a stream of lava several yards 
deep and very wide. This stream presents 
the appearance of a river4>f fire, aud is very 
beautiful to look at, though it is bound to 
ruin much property. Another of the craters 
is spouting large incandescent rocks to an 
immense height, while the edgss of the 
third crater appear to be crumbling.

Mount Etna has 18 openings, nine of 
which are active. The lava is flowing in 
the direction of Nicolosi at the rate of 50 
yards an hour. It has already passed the 
lava deposits formed by the violent eruption 
of 1886. The flow of lava towards Ped tra 
is less rapid.

The subterranean rumblings, and the loud 
and startling explosions continue. The 
alarm among the inhabitants of the various 
villages in the vicinity of Mount Etna is in­
creasing, and the people fear that phenomena 
of a more dangerous character tlvm that 
which has already occurred are yet to be ex­
perienced.
