H. L. and J. T. McGowan are showing 
the new patent fog signal recently in­
vented by Henry L. McGowan. A 
large model of the apparatus is exhi­
bited in a miniature grotto about which 
seaweed and rocks are abundantly 
scattered.

Mr. McGowan's idea comprises a 
tower and tanks standing on a ledge. 
Through a supply pipe tidal water is 
admitted to a reservoir tank and in 
this way the head of water required 
for operating the signal is accumulated. 
By means of a valve this water falls 
In a regulated flow into a tip-tank, 
which as it tips operates, by means of 
a rod and arm, the strikers of the gong 
placed on the upper part of the tower. 
The waste tank is emptied when the 
tide is low and the reflow of the tide 
into this tank Is prevented by a check 
valve. The reservoir tank Is designed 
to hold a head of force more than Is 
required for working the signals dur­
ing high water, the ebb of the tide, 
and until the next tide begins to flow 
into the reservoir. Thus from tide to 
tide the head of water supplied by 
tide continues to operate the signalling 
apparatus not only while the tide is 
rising and at high water but also while 
it ebbs and during low water, until the 
succeeding tide rises and re-charges 
the reservoir.

The apparatus since the opening of 
the exhibition has attracted a large 
amount of Interest.

The attendance yesterday, 11,661, was 
surprising, considering the • heavy rain 
that fell all afternoon and evening. 
The weather in the forenoon looked 
threatening, and about two o’clock the 
storm started in in earnest and con­
tinued until after the closing hour.
