PRINGE BESIEGED
BY REBELS IN CASTLE

Consulates Crowded With Ter-
rified Refugees.

Fighting 'Agalnst the Ottoman Troops
Still Continues in Island
of Samos.

CONSTANTINOPLE, June 13 — Con-
sular telegrams dated yesterday state
that fighting is continuing in Samos,
and that the prince governor is block-
aded in his castle, which is guarded by
imperial troops.

The prince is without provisions, and
his lifeis said to be in danger. The re-
mainder of thedmperial troops compos-
ing the small garrison, are besieged
in their barracks.

The troops appear only to fire when
fired upon. The casualties of both sides

wounded.

The consulates are crowded with re-
fugees, chiefly women and ochildren;
trade is suspended, and the want of
provisions is beginning to be felt.

The consitlar representatives, who
are mostly natives engaged in com-
merse, are profoundly disquieted if not
panic-stricken, and request the des~
patch of warships.

According to the latest information

CALCUTTA, June 12.—The enormous
development in the trade of the Port
of Calcutta is evidenced by the fact
that the Bengal government has just
sanctioned an expenditure by the Port
Commissioners of £720,000 on capital
account for 1908-1808. Of this total
£280,000 is for the acquisition of land
in connectlon with the extension of
the Kidderpore Docks, and £440,000 for
new worke and the completion of those
in hand. Trade has grown so rapldly
that the existing accommodation at
the port has been found to be quite
inadequate. The improvements now
sanctioned would have been put in
progress last year but for the un-
favorable state of the money market.
This year conditions the better all
round, and the work is to go ahead
with all speed.

LIBERALS RESENT
REAGTION IS SPAIN

It May Lead to Serious
Resuits.

Measure Introdaced by Premier for
Suppression of Crime IS
Bitterly Denounced.

MADRID, June 13—The coaljtion
Liberal and Republican parties have
held a meeting at the Princesa The-
ater to protest against the bill modify-
ing the law which punishes crimes
ccmmitted by the use of explosives.

Senores Moret, chief of the Liber-
als; Canalejas, chief of the Democrats;
Azcarate, chief of the Government Re-
publicans; Sol y Ortega, chief of the
Revolutionary Republicans, and Mel-
quiades Alvarez, the Republican,
known as the Castelar of our days, as
ho is the most brilliant orator in Spain,
pronounced violent speeches against
the reactionary policy of Senor Maura
and his ministry. Senor Perez Galdos,
the most distinguished Spanish writer,
who was unable to be present, sent a
message, which was read to the meet-
ing. The speakers were loudly ap-
plauded by the assembled crowd. There
were no incidents, although great pre-
cautions, inspired by fear, had been
taken. :

All ranks of the Liberal party and
the Liberal and Independent papers
form a “bloc” against the bill, and
meetings will be held all over Spain to
protest against it. It is believed that
the hill will not be discussed, but that
scme ,excuse will be found for ad-
journing Parliament for the holidays
before the bill is laid on the table of
the House. If the bill is submitted to
discussion a difficult position will en-
sue. .

The present campaign against the
project is energetic, and even violent,
but without regrettable incidents soO
far.

JEALOUSY LEADS
10 TERRIBLE CRIME

Body of Young Woman Found Hacked to
Pieces in Suburb of Town.

NICE, June 12.—A terrible crime has
been committed in th2 neighborhood of
Nice.

Two boys while walking along a
wooded slépe on the outskirts of the
city last evening, came cross the body
of a young woman. She had been lit-
erally hacked to death with a knife,
there being no fewer than twenty-five
wounds on the body. The doctors found
that four of the stabs had penetrated
the heart. The victim, it was evident,
had fought desperately for her life.
Some distance away were found her
hat, some hatpins and a ‘‘transforma-
tion."”

The murdered woman has since been
jdentified as a dressmaker’s assistant
named Julie Dercla, who resided ‘close
to the scene of the crim2. On Tuesday
evening she went out in order to meet
a friend, and she was not scen alive
afterward.

The motive of the murder is believed
to be vengeance. The dead woman some
eight months ago, was engaged to be
married to a youth named Portaneri
A second young man named Scopi, who
had alsc sought Julie Dercla’s hand
in marriage, was jealous of Portaneri’s
success in winning her, and he threat-
ened to be revenged. One night in Nov-
ember last all three met on the Pro-
menade des Anglais. A quarrel ensued
between the two men, the upsh of
which was that Scopi drew a revolver
and shot his rival dead.

The woman who was the only other
witness of the deed, gave evidence
against Scopi. He was convicted on
her uncorroborated testimony and was
sentenced to eight years’ imprison-
ment. Scopi totally denied his guilt
and his friends always maintained that
he was innocent of the killing of Par-
taneri. ;

Now that the young woman has been
struck down by the hand of an un-
known assassin, the police think that
some of Scopi's partisans are respon-
sible for the deed.

ROMANCE OF LOVE
ENDS IN A TRAGEDY

BERLIN, June 12—A romantic love
story ended in a terrible tragedy at
Lichtenau, a suburb of Baden-Baden
yesterday.

Some time ago Major Bauer, a retir-
ed army officer, received a letter from
his son who was undergoing his milit-
ary service at Freiburg, that he. had
fallen in love with the beautiful daugh-
ter of a railway employe and that he
intended to marry her.

The father wrote indignant letters
threatening to cut him off without a

Sir George Drummond Talks of the
Business Revival.

MONTREAL, June 12—In an inter-
view Sir George Drummond, President
of the Bank of Montreal, spoke in gen-
erally favorable terms as to the out-
lcok of business throughout the coun-
try. Sir George said that he did not
expect to see a complete recovery of
trade conditions in. the very near fu-
ture, but with good crops the Domin-
jon would surely experience a complete
renewal of its trade activities.

“A great deal,” continued Sir George,
“rnecessarily depends on the success of
our next rvest, and from present in-
dications there is every reason to ex-
pect bountiful crops. There is as much
money in Canada today as ever; but
one sees a certain lack of present con-
fidenge, whioh, however, will gradually
disappear. In some quarters people
are asking for cheaper money, but I
do not expect to see lower rates in
Canada, at least for the present.

“I am of the gpinion that speculation
in stocks or business generally should
be discouraged, as present business
conditions do not warrant it. However,
I fail to see any reason for uneasiness,
as all signs indicate that there will be

steady and certain recovery in all lines
of products and industriggg. G

GERMANY TO HAVE
NEW NAVAL PORT

Canal is Being Widened to
Admit Warships.

Extraordinary Activity Prevalls in all
Preparation - for - War
Departments.

P

BERLIN, June 13.—The German gov=
ernment has decided to establish a new
war port and naval station in the Bal-
tic at Apenrade, a small town of 6000
inhabitants at the mouth of the Apen-
rader Firth, in Schleswig-Holstein.

The firth upon which the town stands
is a very fine one and admits vessels
of the largest size. The decision of the
government is based on the lessons of
the combined naval and military man-
euvers of last year, coupled with the
appeal of the municipal authorities,
who have offered to defray part of the
cost of the necessary work. The new
naval station will be known as Prinz
Heinrich Haven.

This is only one instance of the ex-
traordinary activity which is preval-
ing in all the preparation-for-war de-
partments of Germany.

Prinz Heinrich Haven is on the Bal-
tic, but at Brunsbuttel, on the North
Sea, exit from the Kalser ‘Wilhelm ca-
nal, a new and extensive dockyard is
being constructed with two docks cap-
able of taking the largest warships
yvet designed, and the works are be-
ing pushed forward with such rapidy
as to insure the completion of the sta-
tion long before 1918—the date fixed by
the admiralty for the completion of
the preliminary works at Rosyth. Fur-
ther, the canal iteelf iz being widened
at a cost of $50,000,000.

At other ports large extensions are
being made, notably at Wilheimshaven,
where two Dreadnaught docks will be
completed this year, and at Emden,
where a first class torpedo .base is be-
ing crected on the islands round the
mouth of the Ems, and at Bmden it-
self barracks for the accommodation
of troops and quays for the quick em-
parkation of soldlery are being repid-
ly pushed forward.

In addition to this, the small canal
between Emden and Wilthelmshaven,
known as the Ems-Jahde canal, is be-
ing widened so as to allow the largest
destroyers to traverse it and a begin-
ning has been made with the construc-
tion of a direct line of railway between
the: two ports via the town of Aurich.

OREW LOTS TO FIND

Polish Baron and Russlan Millionaire
Participants in “‘American
Duel.”’

DRESDEN, June 11—Remarkable
facts are coming to light in reference
to the mysterious death of a Russian
student, Von Tselowsky, who was
fcund with a bullet through his lungs
in this city on Sunday. Two other Rus-
sians, one of whom is a millionaire
landowner, are under arrest.

Tselowsky, it now appears, was 2
Polish baron belonging to one of the
noblest families of Warsaw, and serv-
ed with distinction in the Russo-Jap-
arese War. Interest for the moment
centers in the role played in the trag-
edy by the Polish millionaire landown-
er, Von Wastschinsky, a fellow-stu~
dent of the baron’s at the Dresden
Technical University, in whose apart-
ments the latter was found dead.

Von Wastsehinsky was in a state of
intoxication when the fatal revolver
shot rang out, and remained in a con-
dition of insensibility until aroused
from his stupor by fellow-students
who called later in the day, five or six
hours after the report of the revolver
had alarmed Von Wastschinsky's
hcusekeeper. When the housekeeper
rushed into the room Von Wastschin-
sky reassured her by saying that the
baron had suffered from a slight heart
attadk and would soon be all right. He
then fell into a stupor, and the baron’s
other companion, a student named An-
dersson, left the apartment and went
back to the public house where the
three had spent the previous night
carousing.

When the police aroused Wastschin-
sky he was still intoxicated and pro-
tested with copious tears that he knew
nothing of how his friend died. The
haron, he said, must have taken his
own life. The landlord of the public
house where the three students carous-
ed, asserts that a quarrel arose and
that the dispute ended with an ex-
change of cards for a so-called “Amer-

ican duel,” lots being drawn to declde

mit suicide.

LONDON, June 11.—*Actual Experi-
ences in Haunted Houses,” was the
titles of a lecture given by Elliott
O‘Donnell, *“The well known outhar-
ity on occult matters.” in the Hustace
Miles Salon, yesterday afternoon. It
was announced from the chair that Me.
rDonnell“forms parties to vislt haunt-
ed houses” and that those who desirs
to enjoy such gruesome experiemces
were invited 10 communicate with him.

The lecturer, however, was not very
precise as to the haunted houses which
are to be visited. He clatmed leave,
because of the scope of the law of libel,
to give fictitious namea and addresses
when referring to houses which are
thus possessed. But he contends thag
London is full of such abodes, end the
region from Fleet strest to Oxtford
street is the “cockpit of metropolitan
spodkdom.”

A house which he would only describe
as 1902 Berkeley square,”has a strangs
record, of which there are two explan-
ations, In this establishment everyone
who sleeps In a certain room at a
certain time of the year di¢s of fright,
In the early eighties, he says, it was
occupied by a Mra. Denman, whose
daughter Phyllls, was engaged to &

The maJjor insisted on sleeping in the
rcom in epite of the protests of his
flancee, and at midnight the crack of
& revolver shot was lieard. When the
alarmed accupants entered the room
he was found in bed with a smoking

- How came this house to be haunted?

Mr. O’Donnell told t;vo stories, neither
of which furmnished™ the explanation,
and he did not himself supply the de-
ficlency. He told also of houses pos-
sessed by two forms of ghosts, one in
Dean's yard, Westminster, the other
in Jermyn street. In the former case
the speck took the form of a cavalier
with a grisly wound in his forshead; in
the latter it was “an smditory ghost,”
which imitated every nolse made by
the occupants of the room, even if he
dig nothing more than move his chair.

“There is no explanstion,”’ he said,
“ag to the cause of the hauntings, and
one 1s left to draw one’'s own conclu-
sions. Mine is that the cause is a
phantasm of the dead, earthbound by
some unfulfilled desire or passion.”

PROSPERITY INCREASING
IN NEW ZEALAND

Country Progressing Rapidly and Prosperity

Firmly Intrenched—Did Not Feel
Effects of Panic.

WELLINGTON, June 12.—The fol-
lowing figures will give some idea of
the progress and prosperity of the Do-
minion. The private wealth of the
country, in 1890, was 142 millions sterl-
ing; in 1908, it was 304 millions — an
increase of 162 millions. Public pro-
perty, that is railways, public build-
ings, telegraphs, crown and other lands
{9 valued at 62 millons sterling, nearly
nineteen milllons more than six years
ago. Native lands and improvements
have increased in the same period by
nearly four milllons. The public in-
debtedness of the Domnion, including
forelgn loane to local bodles, has In-
creased by over 161 mlillions sterling
in the last six years but the net credit
balance over and above the public in-
debtedness outside the Dominion, of
both general and local governments,
{s 171 millions sterling. Gold exponts
have increased in six years by £1,020,-
00, slver by £165,000, and Kauri gum
£143,000. The financial position of the
country' is very strong, as was proved
by the fact that the recent panic in
America produced no ill results in the
Dominion.
