CONGRATUILATIONS TO

Telegrams from all Over
Canada Heartily Com-
mend Stand Taken by
Government — Naval
Bill Obstruction May
Force Closure.

Ottawa, April 24—Telegrams pour-
ed in upon the prime minister to
from all parts of Canada commending
the firm stand taken by him in the
introduction and adoption: of the clo
ure. The closure as a means of &
pediting the business of the country,
is declared to be in the best interests
of the Dominion.

The effect .of last night’s vote is al-
ready felt in the House, The first hap-
pening of the day added to the confu-
sion of the cppositign by completely
answering one of the main arguments
advanced against the so-called “gag.”
Liberals had insisted in the course af
the closure debate that motions to
adjourn for the discussion of questions
of urgent pubiic importance would be
barred under the new rules. They
came forward today with such a mo-
tion and there was no “gag” although
the urgency of the question raised was
not revealed. It had to do with an In-
dian land transaction in British Colum-
bia.. When that was disposed of both
the Burrell bill for the encouragement
of agriculture and the Cochrane Gapd

. Roads. bill were advanced, the former

standing not for its third reading.

Tomotrow will probably be devoted
to government bills other than the nav.
al bill, and supply. The new rule adopt-
ed last night will be applicable to sup-
ply tomorrow as it would have been
today, the introduction of “grievance”
discussi on the supply motion be-
ing prohibited on Thursd: and Fri-
days.

Up to The Opposition.

1t is now for the opposition to de-
cide whether or not the closure itself
is to be applied at all. That it must
be invoked in regard to the naval bill
seems inevitable. There are a number
of irreconcilables among the Liberals
who would invite the application of
“the gag” in regard to other bills, and
in respect to supply, but a majority
of the opposition are said to be against
this plan.

There arrived today the great enemy
of all obstructionists, a real hot, wave.
A determined effort is being made
by a section of the opposition to kill
the naval bill in the hope that an elec-
tion may even yet be brought about.
The killing of tke bill would not call
for a dissolution, but there are many
good judges on Parliament HHl who do
not admit the certainty of the rejection
of the naval bill by the senate. The
power is undoubtedly there, but there
are a number of Liberal senators who
are secretly averse to using it,

When the four Ontario vacancies
are filled, the Liberals will still have
a majority of 25. Allowing absentees
the adverse majority might be from 15
to 20 on a straight party vote,

The right of the Senate to amend
the naval bill may be challenged.

1t is an apprepreation ‘measure, and
there is some doubt as to whether the
genate can do other than accept it, or
reject it as it stands.

As the Liberals.in the House of Com-
mons have already voted for an e
penditure of $35,000,000 for naval de-
fence purposes, the rejection of the
bill and a refusal to spend the money
atall would be going farther than ev.
en the Commons Liberals dared go.
There is still a chance that the senate
may refuse the jump.

Washington, D. C., April 24—Re-
publicanism was described as “dead,
damned and lost forever.” Democ-
racy was accused of rushing to “clean
its feet on the Progressive party door-
mat,” and the Progressive party was
characterized as a anch shot from
the dead Republican trunk,” in the
three-cornered tariff debate in the
house today. Representatives Hamilton
and Fordney, of Michigan, took up the
cudgels for the Republican minority
the latter bitterly assalling the sugs
schedule, and the free listing of lum-
ber and wool as:ruinous to American
industry, Representative Hamilton ri-
dicules ' the Democrats and’ criticized
the president

“With a cocksureness of a man ac-
customed ‘to instruct the immature
mind of youth,” he said, “The pres
dent in his dress to congress, un-
dertook to settle, in eight minutes,
probleme that have wexed the minds
of statesmen for more than a hun-
dred vears.”

Representative Hinebaugh of Illinois
and Hulings of .Penna., attacked the
Underwood bill, on behalf of the Pro-
gressive party. Representative Huly
ings declared the bill would not curb
monopoly, nor reduce the cost of:liv-
ing, though he hoped it would. He pre.
dicted that if President Wilsen could
convince the public  that his tariff
ideas were right “the Democratic par-
ty will. remain in power for the next
50 years.” : -

Mr. Hinebaugh  charged ‘that the
pending bill was a “compromise be-
tween the power of special privilege,
and the power of political patronage,”
and he accused the Democrats and Re-
publicans of falling over themselves in
an attempt to “clean their feet on the
Progressive party doormat.”

Representative Hammond of Min-
nesota and Representative Peters of
Mass., defended the bill on behalf of
the Democratic ways and means com-
mittee, asserting that it was an hon-
est effort to lighten the burdens of
the people, and that it stripped the
tariff of its discriminations and pri-
vileges to the favored few.

Thirty-Five Bodies Found Yes-
terday by Rescuers.

PITTSBURG DISASTER
- TAKES AWFUL TOLL

Total ot One Humdred and Fif-
teen Bodies Taken Out —
Hopes of Relatives Slowly
Dissipated.

Pittsburg, April  24—Up to dark-
ness tonight 35 bodies of miners had
been taken from the Cincinnati mine
of the Monogahela River Consolidated
Coal and Coke Company, a subsidiary
of the Pittsburg Cfoal Company at Fin-
leyville, the scene yesterday of a dis-
astrous explosion,

Many other bodies, it is said, have
been located but the greatest difficulty
is being experienced in finding means
to convey the bodies through wreck-
age to the surface. Tonight eighty
miners are unaccounted for. These
with the 35 dead. taken from the mine
bring the probable list of fatalities up

of relatives and friends of

It was announced by officials of the
Pittsburg Coal Company tonight that
190 men entered the mine yesterday
morning. The officials stated that 78
men are known to have made thei
escape after the explosion,

Of the 35 dead taken from the mine,
19 of them have been identified at the
morgue, where all the victims are be-
ing sent to be prepared for burial.
The rescue workers ffom the United
States Bureau ofiMing# and  SQuBds
maintained by fhe Various™ coal coi
panies in the Monogahela Valley, work-
ed hard during the day in an effort to
penetrate the inner workings of the
mine. They met with ljttle success.
The reticient attitude of both the res-
cuers and mine representati has
resulted in an absence of deta It
has been ascertained, however, that
rescuers have only been able to reach
a /point one mile underground. The
mine is four miles in length.

Several thousand sightseers visited
the scene today. They were not per-
mitted to approach the mine.

AT OFFICIAL DINNER.

Never Having Served Liquor at
Table ‘He Decided to Make
No Change when He Accept-
ed Portfolio of State.

‘Washington, April 24 —Comment
upon the substitution of unfermented
grape juice for the wine usually serv-
ed on such occasions as at a dinner
given to diplomats Monday night by
Secretary and Mrs, Bryan in homor
of Ambassador Bryce, caused the sec-
retary to issue a statement explaining
the incident.

In it Mr. Bryan made public for the
first time the fact that the guestion
of how the “teetotaler” customs of
his home would be received in official
gociety was discussed with President
Wilson before he accepted the port
folio of State.

The statement follows:

“We did not intend to magnify, by
mentioning it, the importance of the
non-use of wine at the dinner given
to Ambassador Bryce Monday night,
but as the papers have made Some
inaccurate references to the matfer,
the facts might as well bé known.

“This was the first dinner which
we have given to members of the
diplomatic corps, and therefore (he
first time when we came into conflict
with the social custom of serving wine
at dinner. The seven other amb
sadors then in the city and their
ladies were invited to meet Ambas-

dor and Mrs, Bryce, and as all the
gentlemen guests present were from
foreign countr I thought it proper
to explain to them the reason for sur
failure to conform to what seems to
have been customary in this matter.”

Montreal, April 24.—Delaware and
Hudson train nunse 1, north bound
was derailed this afternoon about a
quarter of a.mile south of Brosseau,
a station on the Grand Trunk line
Although the scene of the wreck pre
sented the appearance of a bad disas
ter no one was injured. Engineer Mil-
lette remained in the cab but escaped
unhurt.

The train was proceeding at about
twenty miles an hour, when suddenly

the engine plunged over on its side, |

ploughi. its way across the nortt
bound track. The mail car which was
immediately behind canted into the
engine tender telescoping it. The
second car, a freight, was dragged
over also, falling across the tracks,
but was little damaged. A passenger
car immediately following dug its
way into the sand, but the passen-
gers escaped wtih nothing more than
a shaking up. The fourth car stayed
on the track and was uninjured.

No cause was assigned for the ac-
cident, although it was surmised that
it was due to a defect in one of the
wheels of the engine. e traffic on
both north and southbound lines was
considerably delayed.
