The reason given is that he does not approve of the

educational clause of the ‘Northwest Autonomy Bill as pre- §

sented to parliament.

The following is the educatiomal clause referred to:—

. ‘The provisions cf section 93 of the British Ncrth America act shall apply to the
said province as if at the date upon which this act comes into force the territory
comprised therein were already a province. The expression “the umion” in the
eaid section being taken to mean the said date, subject to the provision of said
section 93 and in continuance of the prineiple heretofore sanctioned wunder the
Northwest Territories act. ; L
It is enacted that the legislature of the said province shall pass all necessary
laws in respect of education and that it shall therein always be provided that a
majority of the ratepayers of any district or portion of said province or of any
less portion or sub-division thereof by whatever mame the  same is known, may
- establish euch schools therein’as they think fit and make the necessary collections

of rates therefor.
B. That the minority of the ratepayers therein, whether Protestant or Roman

Cathclic, may establish separate schiools thirein and make the necessary assess:

ments and. collections of rates therefor.
C. That in such casée the ratepayers establishing such Pretestant or Roman

Catholic schools shall be liable only to assessment of such rates as they impose upon
themselves in respect thereof.

In the appropriation of public monies by the legislature in aid of education,
and in the distribution of any monies paid tto the governmhent of a province aris-
ing from the school fund established by the deminicn lands act, there shall be no
discrimination between the . public schcols and the separate schools, and such.
monies shall be applied to the support of public and separate schools in equitable

shares or proportion.

NOVA SEOTIA FOR 1905

Roy Elliot Bates Selected by the
Faculty of Acadia University--His
 Career.

| Wolfville, N. 8., Feb. 2—In accordance
with the method adopted for the maritime
provinces, the appointment of the Rhodes’
scholar for Nova Scotia, for 1905, fell to
Acadia University, the faculty being the

existed in college cireles over the event
for monthg past. As Acadia, like some of
the other maritime colleges, is affiliated
with Oxford University, no emtrance ex-
aminations were required of the candi-
dates. Any student who bed completed
the sophomore year at Acadia with Greek )
wag.-eligible to apply, provided he was also
a British subject, and. would, not be les
 than nineteen. or more- than twenty-five
years of age on the lst of Ootober next.

Five men made formal application, three
of whom' were graduates, and two under-
graduates. Several other strong men were
eager to apply, but were disqualified by
the age limit. The applications according
to the instructions issued by the Rhodes
trustees, contained sketches of the careers
of the respeective candidates, and were ac-
corhpanied by such ”certificates and col-
lateral information as might be of service.
To aid them in' dettermining the merits of
the ‘candidates, ‘the faculty, in accordance
with the epimit of Mr. Rhodes’ wish,
ought to enlaige their data by requesting
‘nformation - from the athletic association
of the university, from the Students’ Lit-
erary Society, and from the student body
‘as represented by the men of the  three
upper classes. It is reported that , the
students did $heir work ddmirably. Three
s parate réports were furnished the fac-

ty, in which carefully . compiled infor-
mation Wwas - given concerning the record
wnd standing’ of each candidate in ath-
leuics, in the literary life of the university,
and in his general life ‘as 2 man among his
lellow-studenits.

After due deliberation and investigation,
the faculty has elected Roy Elliott Bates,
of the class of 1904, to the coveted honor.
Mr. Bates is twenty<three years of age,
and is a son of the Rev. W. E. Bates, for-
merly of the Tabernacle Baptist church,
Halifax, and later of vhe Baptist church,
Ambherst. While the Rev. Mr. Bates is
an American citizen, and has recently re-
turned *to the United States, Roy Bates
has become a duly naturalized British citi-
zen, with the full legal qualifications of
an applicant in’ this respeet.

Mr. Bates is regarded as a man of con-
spicuous all-round qualifications for the
privilege to which he has been appeinted.
He is a young man of excellent moral
sharadber. His literary aafd scholastic at-
tainments, too, are of & high order. He

The dean of the faculty of
arts and science at Harvard, in a letter
to President Trotter, writes of his work
as ‘“showing an excellent spirit and unm-
usual ftraining and ability.” At the recent
mid-year examination at Harvard, Mr.
Baltes stood finst in a class of seventy:in
a fine arts course, first in a graduate course
in classical philology, and was among the
first three or four in two courses in ad-
vanced English.

In respeot to ath'etics and the love of
cut-door sponts, on which Mr. Rhodes laid
considerable stress, as tributary to manly
‘ev.lopment, Mr. Bates has a strong
reccrd. In football he was captain of his
iireshman class team, played throughout
the four years of his course, was on the
college team once, and was captain of the
second ccllege team during 'his senior year.

In hcckey he - played on class
team for four years, and ;on the
eollege team two years. In  basket

ball he played on his class team four
years. In base ball he played on his class
team (three years. In tennis he played on
his class team throughout his course, was
college temmis captain in ‘his senior year,
and was twice champion of the university,
once in doubles, once in singles. His love
of out-door sports and his abhletic ' pro-
ficiency are, therefore, amply evidenced.
With respect to his qualities of man-
hood, his capacity for leadership, and his
general resourcefulness, his candidacy was
not. less strong than in the other respects
already referred fto. He is a man of
strong personality, of cultured. and digni-
fied bearing, of kindly nature, and of pub-
lic spirit. - He was conspicuous and influ-
ential among his fellow-students through-
out his college course, and was keenly
and wholesomely interested in. every de-
partment of college life.
. If spared to enjoy the privileges which
the appointment opens to him, it is be-
lieved that Mr. Bates at Oxford will fulfil
in a high degree Mr. Rhodes’ idea in
founding the scholarships, and will do
credit alike to Nova Scotia and to the
college whose representative he will be.
