The German society for the rescue of
shipwrecked persons by means of its

lives, in " the year of 1873, of no fewer
than 145 human beings, while in 1872 it
rescued bnt 40; in 1871, 59; in 1870, 604
in 1869, 59; in 1868, 68; and so on. If,
says a German paper, the use of the safe-
ty-rope shot out of the rocket mortar
were more generally undestood, the
number would have been. rather larger,
since it still appears that 47 persons
perished by shipwrecks last year oub
lof 527 imperiled. In order to di-
minish this ignorance as much as.
possible, the society has distributed many
thousand copies of directions in the Ger-
man, Danish, Swedish, and Fionish lan-
guages. Short instruction to‘the same
efect in English and German, printed.on
a board, are sent to shipwrecked persons
who can only be saved by this means, by
tie first rope, and the management
¢ the rocket apparatus ig. made one
of the essential subjects of examination
| in the German pilot schools. The value
lof the society may be estimated by the
fact that during the past year 111 ships
were wrecked on the German coast, of
which 78 were German; out of the 527
persons whose lives were thereby endan-
gered, 153 saved themselves, 101 obtained
help from the land, and 81 from the sea.

Dr. Livingstone’s Remains at Suez

—His Last lll,ne’ss.

[Telegram to Boston Journal.]
. Loxpox, March 29.
Steamer Malwa arrived off Suez at 11

o’clock Saturday. night.
‘and Jacob Walnwright were on board in
charge of the remains of Dr ILivingstone.
The following account is given of Dr.
Livingstone’s fatal illness and death:

He had been ill of chronic dysentery
several months. Was well supplied with
stores and medicines, but had a presenti-
ment the attack would prove fatal. At
first he was able to ride on a donkey, but
isoon had to be carried. Arriving at Muil-.
ala, beyond Lake Bemba, in the Bosa
country, he said: *“Build me a hut to die
in.” A hut was bailt by his followers.
The first of May He was counfined to his
bed, and afterward suffered greatly,
groaning night and day. The third day
‘he said he was very cold, and’ requested
‘more grass to be put over the hut.. His
followers could not speak to or go near
him. Kitumbo, the Chief of Bosa, sent
flour and beans, and hehaved well toward
the party. The fourth day Dr. Living-
stone was miserable, and died about mide
night. Makashoa, a servant, was pre-
sent.

Dr. Livingston made his last entry in
his diary April 27. He spoke much and
dadly of home and family, When first
siezed by the fatal attack, he told his

thing for ivory to give them, and then
push on to Ujiji and Zanzibar, and try
to reach KEngland. The same day on
which he died his followers consulted
what to do. The Nassick boys deter-
mined to preserve the ‘remains. They
were afraid to inform the chief of the
death of the doctor.  The Secretary had
the body removed to another hut and
 built a high fencé around it to insure
‘privacy. He then removed the internal
organs, placed them in a tin box and
buricd them inside the. fence under a
large tree. . Jacob Wainwright cut an in-
scription on the tree, thus, “Dr. Living-
stone, died May 4, 1873,” and superscrib-
ed it with the name of the head man,
“Susa.” The body was preserved in salt
and dried in the sun twelve days.

Kitumbo, on being informed of Living-
stone’s death, had the drums beat and
guns fired as a token of respect, and al-
lowed the followers to remove the body,
which they placed in a coffin of bark,
and commenced the journey to Unyar-
yembe, which consumed .about six
months, sending in advance a party with
information of all that had occurred, ad-
dressed to Livingstone's son.

The advance party were met by Mr.
Cameron, who sent back bales of cloth
and powder. Thebody arrived at Unyan-
yembe fen days after the advance party
and rested there two  weeks. Messrs.
Cameron, Murphy and Dillon also arrived
together there, the latter very ill, his
sizht gone and mind affected. He after-
ward committed suicide at Kassakera and
was buried there.

At Unanyembe Livingstone’s remains
were placed inanother bark case, a smal-
ler one done, up fo represent a bale of
zoods, so as to deceive the natives who
objected to the passage of the corpse,and
thus carried it to Zanzibar. Living-
stone's clothing, papers and instruments
accompanied the body: When sick in
bed Livingstone praved much at Muilala,
and said: “I am going home.” Chuman
remains at Zanzibar. Webb, the Ameri«
can Consul at Zanzibar, received letters
through Murphy from Kivingstone for
Sltlnuley, and will deliver them person-
ally. ;

The only geographical news is as fol.
lows:

After Stanley's departure the Doctor
left Unyanyembe, rounded the south end
of Tanganyika, traveled south of Lake
Bomba or Bongwoleo, crossed it- from
the south to the north, then proceeded
along the east side, returning north
through the marshes to Muilala. All his
papers were sealed and addressed to the
Secretary of State. They are in charge
of Arthur Laing, a British merchant at
Zanzibar. Messrs. Murphy and Cameron
remain behind.
