ADDRESS BY DR. J. CLARK

PROCEEDINGS OF YESTERDAY OC-
CUPIED WITH ELECTION OF OF-
FICERS AND ROUTINE BUSINESS
—SPLENDID BALL GIVEN LAST

NIGHT.

The annual meeting of the Mountain
Lumbermen’s association convened here
yesterday  morning at 9 o'clock and was
in session the whole day. This morning
the meeting will resume its labors and the
work will probably be finished by tonight.
There i8 present a Very representative
gathering, not only of the association,
which has some 50 mills within it, but also
men from Alberta and from the cogast. An
endeavor is being made to bring about an
amglgamation of interests between the
lumbermen of the coast and those of the
interior. With this end in view a B.C.
chamber of forest:y has been formed in
Vancouver and brannch organizations are
being opened throughout all fmportantn
lumbering centers. It is for this end that
the men from the coast are present while
the lumbermen from Alberia are here for
the purpose of explaining the conditions
of the market in the norhwest.

The meeting opened yesterday mcrning
with the address of the prezident, P. Lund
of Wardner. Mr. Lund congratulated the
association on the lively interest that was
being taken as shown by the large atten-
dance. He was optimistic as to the future
and was not of the opinion that the com-
ditions of last year were like > to prove
permanent. The report of the secretary
then followed upon the work of the past
year and tomorrow will be taken up th2
question of prices. It 4s not likely that
there will be any material alteration in
these but it is probable that there may be
some alterations in the way of equalza-

tion.

re-election of P..Lund as president and W.
A. Anstie as secretary, while O.to Lach-
mund succeeded T. Ludgate as v.c2-presi-
dent.
At 5 o'clock in the afternoon the meet-
ing was #hrown open to all interested in
forestry and short addresses were given
by T. F, Paterson and Dr. Judson Clark,
which was followed by a debate on the
questions brought before the assemblage.

Mr. Paterson explained that quite Te-
cenetly had been formed at the coast a
B. C. chamber of forestry for the puip:-seé
of serving the interests of the public and
the lumbermen alike in the promotion of
appropriate legislation. Mr. Paterson £aid
the legislation on the subject of lumber
was very much a matter of patchwork
and could be improved in many Wways.
The principal objection to the present le-
gislation was the shortness of the period
of tenure. Lands were only held for 16
years of which three had elapsed in most
cases. Hence the tendency of the act was
to ‘promote an over production of lumber
which would not be beneficial to the pro-
vince nor to the. lumbermen ¢onccrned.
Mr. Paterson then introduced Dr. Judson
Clark to the meeting, saying that Dr.
Clark’s standing in matters pertaining to
forestry was to well known for him to ex-
patiate upon. Dr. Clark had been induced
to accept the secretaryship of the B. C.
chamber of commerce and he would l.ave
it to him to further explain the ohj:cts
of that néw organization.

Dr. Clarke then spoke at some length
on the subject of legislation governing the
Jlumber production in this province. He
began by saying that the three things that
affected lumbermen in this régard were
tenure, taxes and royalty. Of these the
most important was tenure. In the do-
minijon lands and in Ontario, also within
the province of British Columbia up to
quite recently, that tepure was practica’ly
perpetuity.  Now jt had been 10duced to &
period of 21 years. This was far .20 short.
If timber }ands were held in serpatuity
then the holder would be able to so gov-
ern his cuts as to preserve his forest. That
was in the interests of the country as well
as of himself, Or he might pursue the
course which in the United States is known
as ‘‘conservative lumbering.”” In conser-
vative lumbering the lumberman yent over
his land taking out his best tinber but
leaving the remainder so that he would
have to come back again for another cut.
In this way the forest was preserved. This
was not ldeal forestry but it was a long
step in the right direction.

But if short tenures were to be the order
of the day a far different state of nffairs
would come about. The lumberman would
be forced to take everything at one cut
and make the best he could of what he
got. Hence the timber land would be short
lived. Moreover there was another thing
to be considered. He had observed that
the ordinary run of timber knd in this pro-
vinece ran 10,000 feet to the acre. This he
considered was a very conservative esti-
mate. Now there were some seven mildon
acres ‘under the 21 year lease system. At
the end of 21 years the land would revert
to the government. Hence the lumbe:men
were forced to take off all there was on
the land. That is to eay that within that
21 years he would be obliged to. cut 70,000,-
000,000 feet. But so far the total timber
sold in any one year had never Teached
billon feet. If 70 bllions had to be
marketed within 21 years it was evident
that there would be a great ovar prod:ic-
tion. Down would go the pric: of lumber
to a point where there was no profit in it.
The best a sets of the provinc: would be

one

sold at forced prices and at.the end of she
term the mills would have to close down,
most of them with their limits exhau tad.
This would be the inevitable effcet of the
short tenure system. If the opposite &ys-
tem were to prevail the timber would not
be cut down and the p:ice realizzd 21 years
hence would be far larger than those now
realized. ’

The second point of the lumberman was
that of taxation. It was the experiencé of
lumbermen the world over that heavy tax-
ation had a bad effect!upon the preeerva-
tion of forests. Not many years ago, to
quote an instance, the state of Michigan
conceived the notion of making the lumber-
men pay the bulk of the taxation levied
in the state. The state proceeded to en-
act laws accordingly. In consequence the
lumbermen, finding that they could not
afford to pay the taxes demanded, proceed-
ed to cut down all of the best timber and
then to abandon the land for the taxes.
There  was, of ~eourse, over production
under these circumstances. The price was
forced down. Only the best manageq firms
made anything out of their timber. The
others went under. In five years nine mil-
lion aecres of timber land had been sur-
rendered to the state. 'The state lost a
steady intome and the people had to im-
port lumber, paying four or five times
the prices paid before hand. Now, British
Columbia wanted a steady revenue above
all things. A steady revenue could be. ob-
tained, but not if the taxation were placed
at too high a rate.

The third point was that of royalty. The
first requisite In any business was that its
owmer should know exactly what his fin-
ancial obligations would be. The govern-
ment said that if the price of lumber rises
there is no reason why the people should
not enjoy the benefit of that increase and
in consequence the royalties were advanced.
But the system of doing so was to jump
them up from time to time in an arbitrary
manner. This had been tried in Ontario
but with the result that the revenue ‘de-
rived from lumber was’ no lirger now than
it had been many years ago. The sp2aker
did not combat the position of the govern-
ment in asking for a share in the better
prices but he thought that the matter
might be arranged by a sliding =eale.

The objectors to the tenure of land in

perpetuity contended that the lumbermen
would be able to form a trust and indefi-
nitely keep up the price of lumber. That
would be an evil, the speaker admitted,
but he pointed out that the government
by recently placing a'reserve upon timber
lands had nullified this argument ings-
much as it could at @ny time break any
such monopoly by opéning up some ‘of the
reserve timber -lands,
“Pr. Clark went, o, to deal with-other and
minor matters affecting the lumber in-
dustry. He pointed out thaf the law did
not previde for the patrolling of rallway
lines in construction and under operation.
In this way there were many fires each
year which destroyed much fimber. Then
again the system of renumbering the leases
year by year made obsolete maps within
a few weeks of their preduction. Again
he was of the opinion that the government
should give some grace as to the payment
of dues. Ontarie gave three years. Brit-
ish Columbia gave no grace whatsoever.
Either regulation erred. There should be
a reasonable time allowed. Yet again the
licenses were renewed at all sorts of times
during the year. They shou'd be maude to
expire and to renew altogether, once a
year, or at least on the last day of each
month.

After going through these and other in-
stances Dr. Clark went on to-show that
there was a crying need of a scientific
act on the subject. In this regard he had
a suggestion to make. Recently had been
started the B.C. chamber of forestry. It
was the idea to form branch organizations
in all through the country, at Nelson, at
Cranbrook and at other important lum-
bering centers. It was his suggestions that
all Tumbermen should join these organiza-
tions. There would then be an amalgama-

#ion of the lumber interests of the p-ovince

wherever situate. Let there be called a
conference of such lumbermen, each branch
organization sending its delegales to a con-
ventnion. Thusin such a meeting & scheme
of legislation might be propounded which
would preserve the interest sof the lumber-
men, of the government and of the forests
themselves. The lumbermen wished to have
a fair profit, the government wanted a
fair revenue and the forests should be con-
served.

The ball given by the officers and mem-
bers of the association in the evening At
the Alice rink is generally agreed to have
been the best events of the kind ‘that has
ever.occurred in Nelson. Thefe ‘were De-
twen 200 and 300 pople present. The room
was tastefully hung with pink drapings,
edged with a thin line of greenery here and
there, the curtains being set off with
pictures @and mirrors against the walls.
Overhead the beams of the Toof were
clothed in festoons of delicate pink and in
the ceiling, drawn up from the floor, were
ensconsced Curtis' orchestra. A very p:etty
ball program was arranged and the music
was tuneful so that no man able to dance
was able to keep off the floor. Downstairs
the arrangements were in the hands of
Belleville Tompkins of the Hume hotel
as far as the supper was concerned The
table was tastefully decorated with fruit
and chrysthemums and the menu did jus-
tice to the gastronomic abili.ies of ‘tiie well
known caterer.

In another room were arranged tables
for bridge whist which, however, wera gn-
erally “vacant, the lumbermen beirg far
too gallant a crowd to desert the ladi.s.
