There are a number of
articles which are now made in Canada
and which were transferred from the
free list. The following articles, under
the head of mining machinery are drop-
ped from the free list and will become
qutiable as machinery, or as manufac-
tured iron or steel, as the case may be:
Machinery, for coal washing, coke
making, ore drying, ore refining, ball
and rock emery grinding, jigs, classi-
fiers, separators, blast furnaces, water
jackets, monitors and giants

“Al these articles are now being made
i Canada and we drop them from the
free list. The following have been add-
el to the free list and are duty free:
parts of monitors, safety lamps and ac-
wessories for cleaning, filling and test-
ing lampgs, blast furnaces for smelting
wpper and all integral parts of all
machinery specified in these items. The
diameter of the tubing covered by the
items has been increased from 2 1-2 to
4 inches.”

The tariff includes a majority of the
¢changes asked for by mining and smelt-
ing men during the visit of the tariff
commission to British Columbia. Blast
furnaces for copper and briquetting
plants are also on the. free list.and the
duty on giant powder is reduced from
three cents to two and a half cents per
pound.

IMPORTANT LAND DEAL

Vancouver, Nov. 30.—(Special)

lands were selected especially
with a view to fruit culture and
their subdivision will mean a
large addition to the population
of the district.

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IN FAVOR OF CANADIAN

AS SUCCESSOR TO DURAND AT
WASHINGTON.

LONDON DAILY MAIL OUTSPOKEN
ON THE SUBJECT.

London, Dec. 1.—The Daily Mail this
morning takes up the agitation for the
appointment of a Canadian as ambas-
sador at Washington in succession to
sir Mortimer Durand. In an editorial
article the paper says:

“It would be a wise course if the gov-
ernment is anxious to comsolidate the
empire. Canada has suffered in the
past through the ignorance, or short-
comings of British diplomats. Witness
the Ashburton treaty of 1842, as to the
boundary line between Maine and Can-
ada, the Oregon agreement of 1846, a
territorial dispute between Great Brit-
ain and the United States which was
settled by treaty, and the ‘Alaskan boun-
dary arbitration. Never was there such
an opportunity for repairing. these mis-
takes, It cannot be alleged that a Can-
adian as ambassador would be likely
to take up anm extravagant or dangerous
position in his treatment of questions
between the United States and Canada.
The Candian frontier is 2000 miles
long, and it could be defended only with
difficulty Canada is so much weaker
than the United States that she will
never provoke a quarrel. Her enormous
and rapid expansion justifies her claim
to a larger share in the conduct of the
imperial policy, and the time has ar-
rived to take her into partnership with
the mother country.”

PURCHASED IDAHO MINE

LATEST ACQUISITION OF THE
CONSOLIDATED M. & 8. CO

OLIVER DURANT AND A. H. TAR-
BETT FORMER OWNERS.

Rossland, Nov. 30.—The Idabho mine
on Monte Cristo mountain has just been
sold and the purchaser is the Consoli-
dated Mining & Smelting company of
Canada, which owns the Centre Star,
War Eagle, Iron Mask as well as other
mines in the camp, besides the St.
Eugene mine at Moyie, East Kootenay,
and the smelter at Trail.

Just what the purchase price was is
not . divulged, but it is understood that
the vendors have accepted the greater
portion of it in shares of the Consoli-
dated company.

The owners were Oliver Durant, now
residing at Culpeper, Virginia, and A.

HARD ON_AUG. HEINZE

THOUSANDS OF ACRES OF LAND
FORCED UPON HIM,

MUST TAKE HiIS SHARE OF C. & W.
GRANT AT ONCE.

(Special to The Daily News)

Vancouver, Nov. 30.—“I demand that
you, the party of the first part, take
what belongs to you, and take it quick.”

That is, in effect, the startling chal-
lenge which appears-in a writ in which
sir Thomas Shaughnessy and the Co-
lumbia & Western are plaintiffs, and
F Aug. Heinze, of Butte and New York,
defendant. :

Just what belongs to Heinze, and why
he does not take is when so freely of-
fered, will be told at the next civil sit-
tings in Vancouver. e

In a word, Shaughnessy says it is a
half interest in the provineial land
grant or bonus, for the construction of
the Columbia & Western road from
Trall to Rossland, which, with the
smelter at Trail, was sold by the Butte
multi-millionaire to the C. P. R. in
February, 1898.

This. grant comprises approximately
760,000 acres, and includes some of the
most valuable timber and mineral lands
in the district.

Why in eight years that have elapsed
since the agreement Heinze has not
claimed his half interest is not yet up-
on the records of the proceedings in
the case. Nor is the real reason why
the C. P. R. now desires to force this
fortune upon a man now overburdened
with wealth.

It is understod that the C. P. R. has
some choice offers for portions of the
lands, and therefore desires Mr Heinze
to claim and take his half that the
company may be able to give a clear
title and that  “quiet enjoyment” .the
court—on “ paper—usually- gives a .pur-
chaser.

This would appear from the fact that
the writ also asks for the partition of
the lands by the court.

A feature of the case is the long and
relentless chase of the writ-server three
times over the eoptlnent in order per-
sonally to serve Heinze. When the writ
was in Butte, Heinze was in New York,
and when the writ got there Heinze was
on a pleasure trip up in the mountains.
Finally the unwelcome document found
him in Salt Lake.

E. P. Davis, K.C., will press the suit
for the C. P. R., while the Butte mil-
lionaire has retained W. J. Bowser, K
C., to contest the action.

Lyman is now suppo:zed
to be in Pasadena, Calif., and a war-
rant has been sent there for his arrest.
Lattimer, who was arrested here today
and placed nnder $1500 bonds, says he
is an innocent party, as he was employ-
ed in the office simply in a clerical
capacity, and although secretary of the
company, acted as such only perfunc-
torily.
